2013 Summer Mailing Promotions

The USPS® 2013 Promotions Calendar builds on previ-
ous promotions to support our strategy to encourage mail-
ers to use mail as a key component of their marketing and
branding strategies. Upcoming 2013 summer promotions
are Emerging Technologies, Picture Permit, and the Sam-
ples Promotion. These promotions encourage mailers to
integrate direct mail with mobile technology, use our new
picture permits to support branding strategies, and deliver
samples to consumers through the mail. All three promo-
tions run August 1, 2013 - September 30, 2013.

Take advantage of one or all of the following promotions
to create a comprehensive marketing strategy that gets
results.

Emerging Technology

The Emerging Technologies Promotion provides busi-
ness mailers with an upfront two percent postage discount
on Standard Mail®, Nonprofit Standard Mail®, and First-
Class Mail® letters, flats, and cards (presort and automa-
tion) that incorporate Augmented Reality, Authentication,
or Near Field Communication in mailpieces.

= Augmented Reality: Augmented Reality is a live,
direct, or indirect, view of a physical, real-world envi-
ronment whose elements are augmented by com-
puter-generated sensory input such as sound, video,
graphics, or GPS data, etc.

m Authentication: Authentication describes the verifi-
cation process of a unique customer/consumer
using one or a combination of authentication factors.
The authentication process must utilize information
unique to the individual user, and must either authen-
ticate the individual’s identity or provide access to
personalized content.

m Near Field Communication: Near Field Communi-
cation creates a two way communication link
between two devices with RFID capabilities. The
mobile device and RFID embedded object must cre-
ate a platform to deliver content-rich messaging.

Picture Permit

Picture Permit Imprint Indicia (referred to as “Picture
Permit”) provides an opportunity for commercial mailers to
customize the permit imprint indicia on their First-Class
Mail and Standard Mail letters and postcards with a corpo-
rate logo, brand image, or trademark. The Picture Permit

fee is waived during the promotion period for pre-approved
mailers. Picture Permit may be used to raise brand aware-
ness and market a company’s products and services.

The unique nature of Picture Permit helps:
m Boost the mailpiece’s visual impact.
m Potentially increase the open rate.

m Provide immediate recognition of a business’s cor-
porate logos, brand images, or trademarks for prod-
uct promotion.

m Corroborate the message of direct mailpieces and
other advertisements.

Registration Period: June 1, 2013 —
September 30, 2013.

Promotion Period: August 1, 2013 -
September 30, 2013.

Samples Promotion

The Simple Samples program invigorates product sam-
pling via the mail by simplifying the preparation process
and reducing prices for Marketing Parcels to meet market
needs. In addition, mailers are allowed to prepare their let-
ters and flats which contain product samples in automated
format, so they can take advantage of automation dis-
counts. The 2013 Samples Promotion reinvigorates prod-
uct sampling via the mail by providing mailers with an
upfront postage discount on qualifying Standard Mail Mar-
keting Parcels that contain product samples during the
promotion period.

m The promotion will encourage mailers to send prod-
uct samples to consumers through the mail.

Registration Period: May 1, 2013 -
September 30, 2013.

Promotion Period: August 1, 2013 -
September 30, 2013.

DMM Notice: Elimination of Certain Quick Service Guides

Effective July 28, 2013, the Postal Service™ is eliminat-
ing six Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Ser-
vice, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®) Quick Service Guides
(QSG), and revising three others.

The Postal Service first provided notice of its intent to
eliminate several QSGs in Postal Bulletin 22348 (page 7),
dated October 18, 2012. The QSGs identified for elimination
described advanced mail preparations that cannot be easily
summarized, or those that summarized DMM sections that
were already brief. This notice provided an opportunity for
mailers with an operational need for continuation of these
QSGs to submit comments to the office of Product Classifi-
cation via email at MailingStandards@usps.gov by Decem-
ber 31, 2012.

The office of Product Classification received only one
official comment from a postal employee in response to its
October 18, 2012 Postal Bulletin notice, in support of the
continuance of QSG 201b. Product Classification also
received additional informal input from two mailer associa-
tions who expressed a preference for the continuation of
QSG 201b and a few of the other identified QSGs. As a

result, effective July 28, 2013, Product Classification is
elminating the following QSGs:

m 703, Standard Mail — Nonprofit Eligibility.

m 705a, Standard Mail — Customized MarketMail.
m 705c, Parcel Select — NDC and ONDC Presort.
m 705e, Bound Printed Matter on Pallets.

m 705f, Destination Entry Discount (DNDC/DADC/
DSCF/DDU).

m 7074, Periodicals General Information and Eligibility.

Product Classification intends to revise and retain the
following QSGs:

m 201b, Using Tabs, Wafer Seals, and Glue Strips.
m 705b, Pallets, Pallet Boxes, and Trays on Pallets.
m 705d, Standard Mail Bundles of Flats on Pallets.

What’s New?

As of April 1, 2013, recycle any old copies of Publication
75, Mover’s Guide. All Post Offices should receive the new
April-June 2013 issue of Publication 75 by March 31, 2013.
Similar to last quarter’s shipment, the total quantity of
Mover’s Guide copies sent to your facility may have been
reduced. In an effort to reduce waste and account for more
customers submitting change-of-address orders online,
fewer Mover’s Guide copies are needed. There are several
things you can do to conserve as well:

m Make sure customers are aware that USPS.com® is
the most convenient, safe, and secure way for cus-
tomers to submit a change-of-address order.

m Encourage carriers to take ICOA message cards on
their routes instead of Mover’s Guide copies.

m Give Mover’s Guide copies out only to customers
who are moving.

Important Reminders

m Copies of Mover’s Guide must be kept behind the
counter ONLY, not in inner or outer lobbies or on clerk
counters.

m Customers unwilling or unable to submit their change
of address at www.usps.com should be given a com-
plete, unopened copy of Mover’s Guide.

m Provide no more than three copies of Mover’s Guide
to each customer.

m Mover’s Guide is printed and distributed four times a
year.

Shipment Information and Inventory Management

Offices will continue to receive copies of Mover’s Guide
in one or two shipments. The first shipments should arrive

at the end of March. The second shipments will arrive 3 to
5 weeks later.

m Boxes with orange stickers are the first shipment for
this print run.

m Boxes with blue stickers are the second and final
shipment for this print run.

The article titled “Finance Penalty Mail Stamps” pub-
lished in Postal Bulletin 22356 (2-7-13, pages 58-59)
included an incorrect price and item number on the Janu-
ary 2013 version of PS Form 17-G, Federal Agency Stamp
Requisition. The correct information is given below in bold.

For a box of #10 stamped envelopes the price is
$249.10 and the item number is 231755.

A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured
state are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.

A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as
“Any Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is prohib-
ited. Mail must be addressed to an individual or job title such as “Com-
mander,” “Commanding Officer,” etc.

A2, APO/FPO/DPO addresses shall not include a city and/or country name.

B. Regardless of mail class, a customs declaration (PS Form 2976 or, if
the customer prefers, PS Form 2976-A) is required for all items weighing 16
ounces or more or any item (regardless of weight) containing potentially duti-
able mail contents (e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to or from an
APO, FPO, or DPO ZIP Code. No customs form is required for items weigh-
ing less than 16 ounces when the contents are not potentially dutiable (e.g.,
documents). The surface area of the address side of the mailpiece must be
large enough to contain the applicable customs declaration. The following
exceptions apply:

m  Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation
on non-dutiable letters or printed matter. (A known mailer is a busi-
ness mailer who enters volume mailings through a business mail
entry unit (BMEU) or other bulk mail acceptance location, pays post-
age through an advance deposit account, uses a permit imprint for
postage payment, and submits a completed postage statement at
the time of entry that certifies that the mailpieces contain no danger-
ous materials that are prohibited by postal regulations.)

= All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail” are exempt from providing customs doc-
umentation on any item addressed to an APO, FPO, or DPO except
for those APOs/FPOs/DPOs to which restriction “B2” applies.

= Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the mail-
piece is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from Cus-
toms Requirements.”

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail addressed
to or from this APO, FPO, or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.

C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc.,
and horror comics and matrices are prohibited.

D. Coffee is prohibited.

E. Medicines (prescription, over-the-counter, vitamins, and supple-
ments) are prohibited when mailed to individuals for human or animal use.
This prohibition does not apply when medicines are sent as official mail only
between specifically designated agencies such as pharmaceutical distribu-
tors, hospitals, clinics, and pharmacies.

E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are prohibited.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or
sexual items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although reli-
gious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk quantities,
items for the personal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning sys-
tems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See defini-
tions of firearms in DMM 601.12.1.1. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed to or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction for
mail to this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from
this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met.
Antique firearms are a separate category defined in DMM 601.12.1.1h and
ATF regulations; they do not require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited
in any class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single
shot.22 caliber rifle per individual.

G. Only letters, flats, and Periodicals are authorized. Parcels of any class
are prohibited.

H. Meats, including preserved meats, whether hermetically sealed or
not, are prohibited.

H1. Pork or pork by-products are prohibited.

I. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions:

P. APO is used for the receipt and dispatch of official mail only.

Q. Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches max-
imum length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.

R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under
DMM 601.12.7, are prohibited.

R1. Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., distill-
ing material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited.

S. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions and weight:

= Maximum length 12 inches.

m  Maximum width 12 inches.

= Maximum height 5 1/2 inches.

= Maximum weight 25 pounds.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 47 inches.

T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments
must be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.

U. Parcels must weigh less than 16 ounces when addressed to Box R.
This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the Blind or
Handicapped.”

U1. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail weighing 13 ounces or less when
addressed to Box R. This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free
Matter for the Blind or Handicapped.” Videotapes are prohibited when
addressed to Box R, regardless of weight.

U2. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail letters only when addressed to
Box R.

U3. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail correspondence (including voice
and video cassettes), newspapers, magazines, photographs, not exceeding

V. Express Mail Military Service (EMMS) not available from any origin.

V1. Delivery Confirmation service is not available.

W. Meat products, such as dried beef, salami, and sausage, may be
mailed, provided they remain in their original, hermetically sealed packages
and bear USDA certification. Other meats, bones, skin, hair, feathers, horns
or hoofs of hoofed animals, wool samples, tobacco leaves, including chew-
ing and pipe tobacco, snuff, cigars, and cigarettes, or obscene material,
including obscene drawings, photographs, films, and carvings, are prohib-
ited. Exception: 200 grams of tobacco per parcel are permitted duty free.

X. Personal mail is limited to First-Class Mail items (to include audio cas-
settes and voice tapes) weighing 13 ounces or less. This limitation does not
apply to official mail.

Y. Mail is limited to First-Class and Priority Mail items only. All Periodi-
cals, Standard Mail items, and Package Services items (including SAM and
PAL) are not authorized. This restriction also applies to official mail.

Z. No outside pieces (OSPs).

Z1. The following restriction is applicable only to International Service

Effective March 13, 2013, the Postal Service™ tempo-
rarily suspended mail service to Syria due to transportation
issues. Until further notice, all Post Office™ locations and
other acceptance locations must not accept any mail des-
tined to the country of Syria. The temporary suspension
affects Express Mail International®, Priority Mail Interna-
tional®, First-Class Mail International®, First-Class Pack-
age International Service™, International Priority Airmail™
(IPA®), International Surface Air Lift® (ISAL®), and M-bag
items.

For already deposited items addressed to Syria, Postal
Service employees must endorse them “Mail Service Tem-
porarily Suspended — Return to Sender” and then place
them in the mailstream for return.

How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 60 days to obtain the first-day-of-issue
postmarks by mail. They may purchase new stamps at their
local Post Office™, by telephone at 800-STAMP-24, or at
The Postal Store® website at www.usps.com/shop.

Traditional Postmarks

Customers should affix the stamps to envelopes of their
choice, address them to themselves or others, or provide a
self-addressed return envelope with sufficient postage
large enough to accommodate the canceled item. Mail the
request to the corresponding city of issuance. There is no
charge for the first 50 postmarks. There is a 5-cent charge
for each additional postmark over 50. Customers should

submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment.
After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the Postal
Service™ will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S.
Mail.

All postmark requests should go to the first-day-of-
issue city. The first-day-of-issue city Post Office will then
forward in bulk all postmark requests to Cancellation Ser-
vices, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas
City, MO 64144-9992 by respective Post Offices.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of

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paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16" side seams with no glue on the flap. The maximum
size of all digital color postmarks is 2" high x 4" long. Allow
sufficient space on the envelope to accommodate the
postmark. Do not use self-adhesive labels for addresses on
the envelope. Two test envelopes must be included. There
is @ minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-

lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.

Customers should affix the stamps to the envelopes and
address them to themselves or others for return through
the mail. Or, they may include an additional self-addressed
return envelope, large enough to accommodate their can-
celed items, with sufficient postage affixed for return of
their postmarked items. Mail the request for a first-day-of-
issue digital color postmark to the corresponding city of
issuance. Post Offices will then forward all customer
requests for digital color postmarks to Cancellation
Services, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992,
Kansas City, MO 64144-9992.

After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the
Postal Service will return the envelopes to the customer by
U.S. Mail.

FAMS eFleet Updated Reconciliation Process

Reconciliation Exception Report

Effective March 25, 2013, a new Reconciliation Excep-
tion report is available within the Fuel Asset Management
System (FAMS). This report displays only transactions that
are regarded as “high-risk”. High-risk transactions have the
greatest probability of being generated by fraud or abuse,
and are displayed as red transactions within FAMS. Trans-
actions that are not considered high-risk will not be dis-
played in this report. To access this report, go to the FAMS
home page at http://fams. After you sign in, select eFleet,
then select a business area or finance number from the
Finance View. After selecting a fiscal year and month, click
on the Reconciliation Exception Report icon. Report fea-
tures include:

m Display of only high-risk transactions.
m Tracking of self-reconciled transactions.

m Tracking of the individual performing the reconcilia-
tion for each transaction.

m Enhanced comment entry functionality.

The site manager is henceforth required to reconcile
only high-risk transactions within the new Reconciliation
Exception report. Reconciliation through the Invoice, Fuel
Details, Motor Oil Details, Repair Details, Washing Details,
or Other Details reports will no longer be possible.

Site managers who “self-reconcile” (i.e. reconcile trans-
actions where the driver name and the site manager name
is the same) are required to enter a second comment
explaining their rationale for reconciling their own transac-
tions.

Sarbanes-Oxley Act (SOX) field audit teams will con-
tinue to review discrepancies through regular, unscheduled
site visits and via a SOX scorecard report that is currently
sent to district and area managers. Site managers are still
required to maintain receipts for all transactions (i.e. regular
and high-risk transactions) for a period of 2 years from the
date of the transactions in the event of an audit or investi-
gation.

Reconciliation Statistics Report

A new Reconciliation Statistics report is available to dis-
play the percentage of the transactions that have been rec-
onciled for each district. The report will be updated on a
weekly basis, and accessible directly from the FAMS home
page. The user is not required to login to access the report.
To access this report, go to the FAMS home page at http://
fams. Click on the Reconciliation Statistics link on the right-
side of the page.

Standard Operating Procedure

Recycling Rechargeable Lithium-lon Batteries

Effective March 4, 2013, this standard operating proce-
dure (SOP) establishes revised processes for handling and
recycling lithium-ion batteries used in the Intelligent Mail
Data Acquisition System (IMDAS) through the Battery
Recycling Program in Tampa, Florida, in accordance with
Postal Service™ policies and universal waste-manage-
ment regulations. This SOP establishes methods for recy-
cling IMDAS lithium-ion batteries throughout the Postal
Service. All employees are required to follow approved dis-
posal and recycling procedures for used batteries. This
update also includes new procedures for mailing the bat-
teries using an Intelligent Mail barcode that can be printed
at an online website.

Universal waste is a subcategory of hazardous waste
that is subject to less restrictive environmental regulations,
as long as it is recycled. Federal environmental regulations
require that all universal waste be recycled. Certain types
of batteries are considered hazardous because they con-
tain heavy metals or corrosive electrolyte solutions. These
include, but are not limited to, lithium (LI), lithium-ion (Li-
ion), and lithium polymer (Li-poly). When these batteries
die, they must be handled as universal waste.

Lead-acid automotive batteries, industrial vehicle bat-
teries, sealed lead-acid emergency batteries are desig-
nated as universal waste, but are not covered by this SOP.
Dry cell batteries are not considered universal waste, but
are also not covered by this SOP. For guidance on recy-
cling dry-cell batteries, see SOP: Recycling Small Dry Cell
Batteries.

Management and Disposal of IMDAS Lithium-lon
Batteries

Requirements

When an inoperable IMDAS battery is removed from a
piece of equipment, make sure that the battery is Out of
Warranty, which is 17 months past the printed date or expi-
ration date. Put a slash across the battery to identify it as
“Inoperable,” and place tape over the terminals.

IMDAS lithium-ion batteries have specific mailing
requirements — no more than three lithium-ion recharge-
able batteries can be mailed together.

Mailing requirements for IMDAS lithium-ion batteries are
described in Mailing Standards of the United States Postal
Service, Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), Section 601, Mail-
ability Standards, 10.27.1, Lithium Battery Mailability.

Note: The DMM also calls them “Primary Lithium Batter-
ies.” The DMM shipping standards are online at: http://
pe.usps.com/text/dmm300/601.htm#xd_601_10_20_7.

Procedures

1. Select a small, sturdy cardboard box. If opting for a
used box, remove or cover all barcodes.

2. Place no more than three IMDAS lithium-ion batteries
into the box and pack them securely with paper. To
prevent short circuits, tape all battery terminals so
they don’t have contact with one another.

3. Tape the box shut. Do not use Priority Tape or Priority
Boxes.

4. Print the following address label from the following

a. You will be instructed to enter your facility
address.

b. For Package & Shipping Information, enter Lith-
ium Batteries.
