Cover Story

The Circle of Green

The Postal Service™" has been recognized as a sustain-
ability leader among other federal agencies and private
industry for many years. Today, the Postal Service is
actively involved in the National United States Environmen-
tal Protection Agency (USEPA) Federal Green Challenge
Program and the USEPA WasteWise Program. Over the
past two decades, the Postal Service received numerous
White House Closing the Circle Awards and GreenGov
Presidential Awards for its accomplishments in sustainabil-
ity. The same is true with the USEPA WasteWise Program,
where the USPS® received several Federal Partner of the
Year Awards and has been inducted into the WasteWise
Hall of Fame.

Just this past month, the U.S. Postal Service® was one

of ten public and private organizations nationwide to
receive a 2017 Climate Leadership Award from the United
States Environmental Protection Agency. The USPS won in
the category of Supply Chain Leadership for implementing
a comprehensive set of green supply chain strategies:

m Purchasing green;

m  Working green by reducing waste in our daily prac-
tices and recycling; and

m Selling green by providing green products and ser-
vices for our customers.

Examples of our supply chain strategy include the USPS
BlueEarth® Carbon Accounting, Federal Recycling, and
Secure Destruction programs. For more information, visit
epa.gov/climateleadership/2017-climate-leadership-
award-winners#USPS.

This circular green supply chain strategy involves each
and every employee of the U.S. Postal Service.

Purchasing Green

Every time you use eBuy2, you have the opportunity to
purchase green products, also known as environmentally
preferred products (EPP). Over the past few years, the
number of EPP made available in eBuy2 has been increas-
ing. As a result of our internal communication efforts, we
purchased over $357.2 million of green products (i.e. EPP)
in FY 2016 that weighed over 194,468 tons. This is an $84.2
million increase (31 percent) in green product purchases
over our FY 2015 numbers. By investing in EPP, we support
our mission to protect our planet, employees, and the com-
munities we serve. We also save money and reduce corpo-
rate risk.

When ordering on eBuy2,
look for the “Green Leaf” logo
to locate and buy green prod-
ucts. These products have at
least one of the five EPP attri-
butes consistent with federal
guidelines. To learn more

Working Green

Postal Service employees also “work green” every day
when they do something to prevent pollution, reduce
waste, or conserve natural resources. We have practiced
pollution prevention (P2) for over two decades. P2, by defi-
nition, means elimination of waste at the source, which is
achieved when we modify practices and processes that
create waste. When we cannot eliminate waste at the
source, the next preferred option is “Reuse” followed by
“Recycle.” This is where the motto Reduce — Reuse — Recy-
cle comes from. A few examples of our P2 efforts are:

1. Using non-hazardous parts and brake cleaning solu-
tions to replace hazardous solvents.

2. Replacing lead wheel weights with non-hazardous
steel weights.

3. Eliminating the use of hazardous aerosol chemical
products.

Other examples include using retread tires, re-refined
motor oils, recycled antifreeze, and re-manufactured auto
parts. Most of us are also familiar with the Postal Service's
National Recycling Operation (NRO) which focuses on
recovering valuable paper, such as undeliverable mail,
mixed paper, and cardboard using our reverse logistics
transportation network.

We can also “work green” through our supply chain pro-
curement requirements and practices. It means smarter
ways of conducting business, and expecting the same
from our supply vendors and service contractors. Done
properly, greening our suppliers and service providers
offers environmental benefits and cost savings to all
involved. In 2014, the USPS added sustainable procure-
ment clauses into its national Supplying Practices and Prin-
cipals Procurement Guide to increase water and energy
efficiency, and the purchase of bio-based, recycled con-
tent and EPP. Currently, USPS personnel are automating

mation to promote program visibility.

Selling Green

The USPS helps its customers by providing them with
products and services that are “green.” Our USPS
BlueEarth® Programs reduce waste, increase recycling,
and improve the carbon footprint of the entire mailing
industry. Active BlueEarth Programs include:

m USPS BlueEarth Carbon Accounting Service.
Allows commercial customers to determine Scope 3
GHG emissions associated with their mail and pack-
ages sent through the Postal Service. The service
provides customers with an online report to analyze
carbon emissions and the environmental impact of
their supply chain.

m USPS BlueEarth Federal Recycling Program.
Helps us support our customers’ waste reduction
efforts. This innovative solution offers participating
government agencies a way to securely recycle
empty printer cartridges and small electronics free of
charge. Twenty-seven federal agencies are currently
enrolled in the program. Participating agencies
receive detailed recycling activity reports to help
them comply with Executive Order 13693 require-

Celebrate Earth Day by Recycling

The Postal Service celebrates Earth Day 2017 to
emphasize our corporate commitment to waste reduction
and recycling. Our job is to help you reduce your operating
expenses by keeping waste out of landfills and optimize
revenue from the sale of recyclable materials. Nearly every-
thing in our trash containers can be recycled, which pro-
tects the environment and makes good business sense.
Key Postal Service partners who share this initiative include
the Office of Sustainability, Network Operations, Mainte-
nance, Facilities, and Supply Management. We work
together to reduce wasted energy, water, fuel, and trash to
landfills, while promoting the purchase of environmentally
preferred products.

Most of our trash is mixed paper — a commodity that is
easily recycled and transformed into a business
opportunity. Currently, our National Recycling Operation
(NRO) at blue.usps.gov/sustainability/national-recycling-
operation.htm has made great strides in reducing paper
waste and developing new ways to generate revenue.

ments. Additionally, this program is part of the federal
National Strategy for Electronic Stewardship.

m USPS BlueEarth Secure Destruction. Promotes the
protection of our customers’ and employees’ privacy
in a sustainable manner. This service automatically
intercepts, securely destroys, and recycles undeliv-
erable-as-addressed First-Class Mail® with no addi-
tional fee to our customers. This mail often includes
personal protected information that would otherwise
be returned to the sender, which imposes costs on
both our operations and our customers. The program
also helps reduce landfill waste and avoids associ-
ated carbon emissions through recycling securely-
destroyed items. In 2016, more than 30.6 million
pieces of undeliverable mail were captured,
destroyed, and recycled — an increase of over 5.3
million pieces of mail captured compared to 2015.

For Earth Day and every day that follows, help us make
an effort to Purchase Green, Work Green, and Sell Green
both at work and at home.

Our short animated video describes the NRO program in
detail (blue.usps.gov/corpcomm/uspstv/sustainability/ani-
mated-video-of-national-recycling-operation.htm). Under
NRO, we backhaul mixed paper, on a space-available
basis, to plants using existing transport equipment. Then,
we consolidate the materials for sale to recyclers. As more
mixed paper is recycled, the volume and related cost of
trash disposal at the area and plant levels decreases sig-
nificantly.

We provide guidelines to capture these savings by
reducing trash container size and/or pickup frequency. As
you recycle more, we also provide guidance for your local
finance specialist to ensure they apply correct accounting
codes to document your savings (blue.usps.gov/
sustainability/national-recycling-operation.htmiledger).
This allows you to accurately track your progress at the
district, area, and national levels.

Earth Day may happen once a year, but sustainability
practices need to be a daily part of our working lives. Thank
you for doing your part to identify local opportunities to
conserve resources. Let’s celebrate Earth Day 2017 by
recycling.

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Expansion of Solar Power Generation

In June 2016, the U.S. Postal Service® announced the expansion of alternative energy initiatives through the installation
of solar roof panels at a mail processing center in Los Angeles, CA. In July 2016, Hecate Energy Central Avenue, LLC, began
installing a solar power generation system made of nearly 35,000 solar panels on the rooftop of the Los Angeles Processing
and Distribution Center. This Postal Service™ facility is now the largest building in the city to generate electricity through
solar energy.

“The solar power generation system will allow the Postal Service to meet its daylight energy consumption needs while
generating revenue from excess production that will be sent to the electric grid for use by others,” said Tom Samra, vice
president of Facilities for the U.S. Postal Service. “This effort provides financial benefits to the Postal Service while helping
the environment at the same time.”

The solar power project includes the installation of an 11 Megawatt (MW) solar panel system on the roof of the facility and
a carport canopy in the existing parking lot. 10 MW will power the local utility grid, and 1 MW will power the actual postal
facility. This system presents the highest installed capacity in a single project in the Los Angeles area, which is almost 85
percent larger than the next largest installation. The project has an anticipated completion date of May 2017.

According to figures provided by the local utility, the solar panels will save an estimated 18.8 million pounds of carbon
dioxide each year — the equivalent emissions of about 2,015 cars. The electricity generated will power an estimated 2,420
U.S. homes annually.

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USPS Storm Water Policy Reminder: Water Pollution

Stormwater is water from rain or melted snow that
drains into streets, culverts, ditches, and other man-made
drainage systems known as “storm sewers.” Sanitary sew-
ers are much different. They transport human and industrial
wastewater to a treatment plant before discharging it into
streams, lakes, or other bodies of water.

Stormwater from storm sewers does not usually receive
any treatment before it enters surface waters, which makes
stormwater a leading cause of water pollution.
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Streets, parking lots, and building rooftops collect
stormwater pollutants like oil, pesticides, sediments, and
other chemicals, and deposit them into surface waters.
This pollution kills aquatic life and makes our waterways an
unhealthy place to work or play. Stormwater pollution can
also contaminate our drinking water and lead to a ban on
swimming, fishing, or boating.

L e S g I -
The U.S. Postal Service® wants be a good neighbor and
protect our surface waters for everyone to use and enjoy.
We established policies to reduce USPS® pollution in
stormwater run-off:

m Don’t allow vehicle wash water or other equipment
wastewater to enter storm drains on USPS property.
USPS requires suppliers who wash vehicles on
postal property to use either a dry wipe process or
collect and contain wash water for proper manage-
ment off-site.

m Provide cover for outside storage of oil, chemicals,
batteries, tires, salt storage piles, and trash. Keep
storage containers and dumpsters closed and in
good condition.

m Promptly clean up any spills and keep parking lots,
dock areas, and stormwater drains free of debris.

We created these policies to protect our nation’s water
supply and we require your support to ensure they are fully
implemented.

Updated Waste Battery Management Procedures

Effective immediately, the Postal Service" has can-
celled the internal battery mailback programs to the Mail
Recovery Center (Atlanta) and Tampa L&DC (Ybor City). Do
NOT send batteries through the mail to these locations.
Also, do NOT send used batteries to the Material Distribu-
tion Center (Topeka) unless they are contained in equip-
ment sent for recycling, such as computers or cell phones.
Please use vendor-provided recycling Mailback Services
on eBuy?2 or our National Waste Management contractors
(Safety-Kleen or Stericycle), also available on eBuy2.

We have established procedures for recycling batteries
used in:

m  Mail processing,

m Vehicle maintenance,

m Field operations,

m Delivery,

m Building maintenance, and
m Scanning operations.

Battery Types and Recycling
Nickel-Cadmium (Ni-CD)

Manage these batteries as universal waste and recycle
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Safety-
Kleen or Stericycle on eBuy2. These batteries are found in

power tools, emergency lighting, and other types of porta-
ble electronic equipment.

Nickel-Metal Hydride (NiMH)

Manage these batteries as universal waste and recycle
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Safety-
Kleen or Stericycle on eBuy2. These batteries are com-
monly found in power tools, cell phones, cameras, and
other types of portable electronic equipment.

Lithium (L)

Manage these batteries as universal waste and recycle
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Steri-
cycle on eBuy2. These batteries are commonly found in
cameras and other electronic devices that don’t require
rechargeable batteries.

Lithium-lon (Li-ion) and Lithium Polymer (Li-poly)

Manage these batteries as universal waste and recycle
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Steri-
cycle on eBuy2. These batteries are commonly found in cell
phones, laptops, cameras, Intelligent Mail Data Acquisition
Scanners (IMDAS), Mobile Delivery Devices (MDD), and SV
mobile scanners.

Silver Oxide

Manage these batteries as universal waste and recycle
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Safety-
Kleen or Stericycle on eBuy2. These batteries are com-
monly found in watches, laptops, and other devices that
require button cell batteries.

Alkaline

Manage these batteries as non-hazardous waste and
recycle through a local recycling center or via eBuy2
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Safety-
Kleen or Stericycle. Alkaline batteries include A, AA, AAA,
C, and D household batteries. Note: Universal waste bat-
teries, such as lithium, are also made in these sizes. Man-
age lithium batteries separately per the instructions for that
battery type.

Small Sealed Lead-Acid

Manage these batteries as universal waste and recycle
through the Mailback Service or direct pick-up from Safety-
Kleen or Stericycle on eBuy2. These batteries are com-
monly used as power backup in emergency lighting and in
other emergency power backup systems.

Vehicular Lead-Acid (Wet and Gel-Cell)

Recycle sealed vehicular lead-acid batteries through
your automotive battery supplier as part of a one-for-one
exchange for each new battery delivered. Your battery sup-
plier picks up the waste batteries and exchanges them for
new ones. Note: The contract with Exide Technologies
expires April 2017.

Industrial Lead-Acid

Recycle sealed industrial batteries through Enersys®
Inc. Industrial batteries are used in powered industrial vehi-
cles, including tow motors and forklifts.

Universal Waste Management

Small dry cell batteries (Ni-Cd, NiMH, Li, and Silver/Mer-
cury Oxide), Li-lon batteries, and small sealed lead-acid
batteries contain hazardous materials and are regulated as
universal waste. Sites must store universal waste batteries
in leak-proof containers that are closed and clearly labeled
“Universal Waste: Batteries” prior to shipment offsite via
Mailback Services or direct pick-up.

Universal waste batteries must be shipped offsite within
one year (365 days) of the day they were generated. Sites
must maintain recycling records and properly train employ-
ees to manage these wastes. For more information, review

Hydrogen Fuel Cell Pilot Project

The U.S. Postal Service® is piloting a new way to power
our material handling equipment (MHE) at the Washington
National Distribution Center in southern Maryland. MHE is
essential equipment for usSPs® processing plants. This
equipment, which includes forklifts, tow motors and pallet
jacks, is used to move mail and empty equipment through-
out USPS facilities. Currently, MHE in USPS facilities is
powered by lead-acid batteries, which have limited run-
time capabilities, are costly to operate and maintain, and
carry a number of environmental, health, and safety risks.

Lead-acid batteries have limited range, long recharging
cycles, and produce inconsistent voltages, which impact
the productivity and performance of MHE. In high volume
operational environments, a lead-acid battery can last, at
most, 8 hours before requiring a recharge or replacement.
Because of the long recharging cycle (batteries require 8
hours to charge and 8 hours to cool off in a three-shift oper-
ation), multiple chargers are required for the MHE fleet.
Lead-acid batteries also lose power as they discharge
throughout a shift, decreasing MHE performance and
resulting in lost productivity through a reduction in the

amount of mail or equipment moved in a given period of
time.

Lead-acid batteries also pose environmental health and
safety risks. They contain sulfuric acid, which is an
Extremely Hazardous Substance (EHS) according to the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Emergency Plan-
ning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA). These
batteries present a health and safety risk due to the corro-
sive nature and chemical properties of sulfuric acid. Lead-
acid batteries can cause chemical burns and expose
employees to hazardous materials (lead and sulfuric acid)
and dangerous gases during operation and maintenance.

Installing the hydrogen fuel cell system provides the
USPS with operational, financial, and environmental
advantages over the lead-acid battery system. The system
increases the productivity of MHE and MHE operators, and
saves money by reducing the time and frequency required
to refuel or charge MHE. This eliminates the need to pur-
chase lead-acid batteries every three years, and reduces
MHE maintenance costs from inconsistent voltages.

DMM Revision: Periodicals — Combining Multiple Editions or Publications Labeling

Effective May 1, 2017, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 207.27.4, to sim-
plify labeling to only require the “PER” designation when
combining multiple editions or publications.

Although we will not publish this revision in the DMM
until May 1, 2017, these standards are effective immedi-
ately.

Effective April 13, 2017, the Postal Service™ is revising
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), sections 207.4.0 and
207.5.0, to clarify the mailing standards for Periodicals eli-
gibility.

This article does not change the eligibility standards for
Periodicals mailing privileges. However, we are revising the
aforementioned sections of the DMM to clarify that the
mailing standards reflected in DMM 601.9.0, Written,
Printed, and Graphic Matter, have no bearing on the deter-
mination of applications for Periodicals mailing privileges
and continued eligibility. DMM 601.9.0 contains standards
applicable to solicitations, lottery matter, advertising mat-
ter, sweepstakes, skills contests, and other nonmailable
written, printed, and graphic matter, which apply to the
general mailability of each issue of a publication.

Details regarding Periodicals mailing privileges are
available in DMM 207 and Handbook DM-204, Applying for
Periodicals Mailing Privileges, which are available via
Postal Explorer® at pe.usps.com.

Although we will not publish this clarification in the DMM
until May 1, 2017, these revisions are effective immediately.

415.22 Voluntary Change to Lower Grade

form of rate retention, it is terminated (see 415.4). However,
if an employee was promoted to his or her current position
less than one (1) year before the request for voluntary
change to lower grade, the employee’s salary will be
reduced by the dollar amount of the promotion.

At the
end of 104 weeks, the affected Postmaster’s hourly rate is
reduced to the maximum hourly rate for the RMPO or PTPO
(RSC F) salary schedule.

415.24 Management-Initiated Action Where Employee
Voluntarily Accepts a Lower Grade
Nonbargaining Unit Position

Here’s Something to Post About on Social Media

Social media scams, promising great deals and free
money, are currently sweeping the Internet. Don’t believe
everything you see — there’s a price to pay when you share
too much information or fail to think before you click.

Watch out for these common scams’:

m Facebook: In the Facebook phishing scam, users
receive an inbox message stating they have been
mentioned in a comment. Scammers hope that users
will click on the malicious link in the message, which
will download a Trojan to the user’s computer with a
malicious chrome extension. When the user logs into
Facebook again, the scammers can capture their
information and spread the scam to other users.

m  Twitter: In the Twitter cash starter kit scam, scam-
mers set up fake profiles on Twitter promoting a “get
cash fast” scheme. Users who order the kit surrender
credit and debit card information and get charged a
hidden $50 membership fee. Scammers also use the
information to make fraudulent charges on users’
credit cards.

m Instagram: In the selling account scam, scammers
target users who are trying to increase their follower
base. Unsuspecting users pay scammers a hefty fee
for login credentials to fake accounts with large fol-
lower bases. After the user pays the fee, the scam-
mers, the money, and the advertised profile
disappear.

LinkedlIn: Fake job offers are among the top scams
on job board websites. The scammer takes the user’s
personal information from the job application, and
hires the user for a short period before he or she is
“laid-off.” The scammer does not pay the user for
time worked, and steals personal information, such
as the user’s social security number.

Create unauthorized social media accounts on behalf
of the Postal Service;

Post messages to social media platforms on behalf
of the Postal Service*;

Service email address.

On May 23, 2017, in Concord, MA, the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice® will issue the Henry David Thoreau stamp (Forever®
priced at 49 cents), in one design, in a pressure-sensitive
adhesive (PSA) pane of 20 stamps (Item 475100). The
stamp will go on sale nationwide May 23, 2017.

With this stamp, the U.S. Postal Service celebrates
writer, philosopher, and naturalist Henry David Thoreau
(1817-1862) on the bicentennial of his birth. The stamp art
is an oil-on-panel painting of Thoreau’s face based on a
famous 1856 daguerreotype by Benjamin Maxham. On the
right side of the stamp is Thoreau’s signature of his last
name. Below the signature is a branch of sumac leaves.
With Thoreau’s personal example of simple living, his criti-
cism of materialism, and the timeless questions he raises
about the place of the individual in society and humanity's
role in the natural world, he continues to inspire new gen-
erations to assert their independence, reinterpret his leg-
acy, and ask challenging questions of their own. The artist
for this stamp was Sam Weber. Art director Greg Breeding
designed the stamp.
