IMM Revision: Additional Availability of Electronic USPS Delivery Confirmation International

Service

Effective August 31, 2017, the Postal Service™ is revis-
ing Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
International Mail Manual (IMM®), sections 252.2 and
252.5, concerning Electronic USPS Delivery Confirmation®
International service (E-USPS DELCON INTL®).

The Postal Service is extending E-USPS DELCON INTL
service to four additional countries. Also, it is increasing E-
USPS DELCON INTL service availability — previously, this
service was available only electronically, but now it will also
be available at Post Office™ retail locations, beginning on
September 22, 2017.

Fiscal Year 2017 Closing Guidance: Message From the Controller

Thanks to all of you for your efforts to control expenses
during fiscal year (FY) 2017. It is important that we carry this
effort through to the end of the fiscal year by controlling
discretionary activity. This does not mean curtailing busi-
ness, but it does mean making prudent choices by
deferring or eliminating noncritical activity, and purchasing
goods or services throughout the year rather than at the
end of the fiscal year, simply because there are available
budget funds. Please encourage your contractors to bill us
in a timely manner for goods received and services ren-
dered, or inform us of any biling delays so we can
recognize the expense before the end of the fiscal year.

The following instructions will assist you, when appro-
priate, in helping the Postal Service™ close its financial
books in a timely and efficient manner.

I. Instructions for Fiscal Year 2017 Closing

We request that all organizations limit their expense and
capital expenditures, particularly for Postal Service support
equipment, to essential needs. Accordingly, all vice
presidents must review discretionary spending to ensure
the Postal Service attains its financial target for this fiscal
year.

The instructions and reporting dates in this Postal Bulletin
supplement procedures followed during the normal monthly
or quarterly reporting schedule.

Il. Fiscal Year

The Postal Service prepares its annual reports on a gov-
ernment FY basis, which comprises 365 days (366 days in
leap years), always ending on September 30.

lll. End of Year Processing Activities and
Timelines, Requisitions, and Contract Actions

To ensure timely processing, submit purchase requests,
expense and capital requisitions, requests for contract
awards, and contract modifications for FY 2017 to Supply
Management for processing as follows:

Requisitions for Contract Actions (IT Hardware,
Services, Software, and Telecom)

For FY 2017, the date to submit expense requisitions
and requests for contract actions to Supply Management

was August 1. Any requests received after this date may
not be processed for award and delivery by September 30.

Requisitions for Contract Actions (Other than IT
and Telecom)

For FY 2017, submit expense requisitions and requests
for contract actions to Supply Management before August
31. Any requests received after this date may not be pro-
cessed for award and delivery by September 30.

Requisitions for Contract Actions (Capital
Purchases)

For FY 2017, submit capital requisitions and requests
for contract actions by the same dates as above for
expense, although Supply Management will accept requi-
sitions through September 8. Any requests received after
this date may not be processed for award by
September 30.

Requisitions for FY 2018 Contract Actions

For FY 2018, submit expense and capital requisition
requests for contract actions that require a start date
before October 1, 2017, to Supply Management before
August 1, 2017. Any requests received after this date may
not be processed for award by the required start date.

1. Expedite processing of receiving reports and certi-
fied invoices, as these documents are used to charge
expense to the proper FY.

2. Additionally, review contracts to ensure sufficient
funds are available by Friday, August 25, to process
invoices.

3. Supply Management will process all requisitions for
the issuance of contracts against FY 2017 funds ac-
cording to the following priorities:

m Priority 1 — capital commitment requisitions.
m Priority 2 — expense commitment requisitions.

Accruals

We will process monthly accruals for Headquarters (HQ)
expenses as hormal and as communicated to the Execu-
tive Leadership Team (ELT) and their budget coordinators.
Note: Any unusual / non-monthly expense must be com-
municated to the ELT budget coordinators as a possible
adjustment to the normal ELT accrual.

1. All HQ accruals will be accrued at the ELT or VP
finance level.

2. Certified invoices for goods and services received by
September 30 must be received by Accounting Ser-
vices, San Mateo, no later than Monday, October 2.
All invoices not received by San Mateo by October 2,
will be processed in October 2017, and paid in
FY 2018.

In preparation for the fiscal year (FY) 2017 closeout,
there will be a freeze period from September 18 to
October 20, 2017, for all 6-digit Finance Number Control
Master (FNCM) requests and General Ledger Account
(GLA)/Account Identifier Code (AIC) changes. You can sub-
mit requests for 6-digit finance numbers and GLA updates,
but we will not implement them until after the freeze period.

You must submit requests by the following dates to be
effective before the freeze period:

m 6-digit finance number requests:

m The date to submit discontinued finance numbers
was Friday, August 25. The first effective date
after the freeze period will be November 1.

m  Submit new finance numbers, name changes,
and realignments no later than Monday,
September 12. The first effective date after the
freeze period will be October 28.

Information Security

m GLA/AIC changes:

m The date to submit requests for new GLA/AIC
codes was Friday, August 25. The first effective
date after the freeze period will be November 1.

During the freeze, we will continue to process 10-digit
finance number requests. For exceptions, please send an
email to the FNCM Field Sales Branch (FSB) email address.
We will consider each request on a case-by-case basis.

Training Deadline Fast Approaching — Complete CyberSafe 103 Before September 15

On behalf of the Corporate Information Security Office
(CISO), all employees and contractors with access to the
ACE environment must complete CyberSafe 103: Protec-
tion from Malware (Course #10025923) before
September 15, 2017.

After taking CyberSafe 103: Protection from Malware,
you will be able to:

m Identify and define types of malware,

m  Apply methods to prevent and respond to malware,
and
m Explain how to avoid computer misuse.

Employees and contractors who do not complete the
course by September 15 will experience limited ACE sys-
tem access.

Note: You will only be able to access the Learning Man-
agement System (LMS) Portal for course completion.
Furthermore, you will not be able to access Microsoft Out-
look (email) until you complete the course. You will still
receive email messages to your account, but you will not be
able to open them or send any new email messages.

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Keep Your Mobile Device ‘CyberSafe’

Are you trying to limit your data usage by using public
Wi-Fi? Have you downloaded any cool new apps lately?
These actions could place your mobile phone or tablet at
risk. Since malicious actors can target any device at any
time, protecting your devices is especially important. Your
mobile phones and tablets could contain endless amounts
of sensitive data, including:

m Your physical location,

m Contacts,

m Financial data, and

m Classified business information (if using a business-
issued device).

Protect yourself from potential threats by taking the fol-

lowing precautions:

m Lock your device. Establish a passcode or use a fin-
gerprint scan to protect data on your phone or tablet
from unauthorized viewers.

m Disable Wi-Fi and Bluetooth. This connection point
to other devices puts your mobile device at risk. Turn
off Bluetooth and Wi-Fi when not in use to cut off
potential connection paths to hackers.

m Avoid public Wi-Fi. Hackers can easily infiltrate
public networks. If you need to use the Internet in a
public place, use your data plan or hotspot.

m Verify the app. In 2016, research indicated that
hackers had breached 75-80 percent of the most
popular free apps on iPhones and Androids.2 Before
downloading any apps, review the app’s privacy pol-
icy (e.g., look at what data it collects and how it’s
used) and app permissions (e.g., check to see if it
uses location tracking; for a car-ride app it may make
sense, for a game app it does not).3

m Double-check before you click. Be wary of links or
attachments you receive via text or email. Even mes-
sages from known contacts may be infected with a
virus or malware. If the link or attachment appears
suspicious, don’t click on it or open it. Not sure if your
friend really sent you that message? Call them.

You are the best line of defense against potential cyber
threats. For more information on how to stay cybersafe,
check out the CyberSafe at USPS® websites on Blue
(blue.usps.gov/cyber/) and LiteBlue (liteblue.usps.gov/
cyber/), or the public-facing website at uspscybersafe.com.

If you suspect your USPS® device has been compro-
mised, do not attempt to fix the situation yourself. Instead,
report it immediately to the CyberSecurity Operations Cen-
ter (CSOC) at cybersafe@usps.gov.

Stamp Announcement 17-37: The Snowy Day Stamps

© 2016 USPS
On October 4, 2017, in Brooklyn, NY, the U.S. Postal

Service® will issue The Snowy Day stamps (Forever®

priced at 49 cents) in four designs, in a pressure-sensitive
adhesive (PSA) booklet of 20 stamps (Item 676100). The
stamps will go on sale nationwide October 4, 2017.

With these stamps, the U.S. Postal Service showcases
Ezra Jack Keats’ most beloved story, The Snowy Day. Writ-
ten and illustrated by the celebrated children’s author, it
was one of the first prominent 20th-century picture books
featuring an African-American child. Each of the four new
stamps in this 20-stamp booklet shows a different illustra-
tion of the main character, Peter, exploring and playing in
his neighborhood while wearing his iconic red snowsuit. Art
director Antonio Alcala designed the stamps. The images
include:

m Peter forming a snowball,

m There should be no discoloration around the dollar
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were
changed.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.

In 2017, the U.S. Postal Service celebrates the Christ-
mas season with four new Forever stamps featuring
images that illustrate a major theme from four beloved
Christmas carols:

m “Jingle Bells,”

m “Deck the Halls,”

m “Silent Night,” and

m “Jolly Old Saint Nicholas.”

Familiar lines from each song highlight the individual
stamps. The shades of blue in the background of the
stamps evoke the evening scenes from the four carols. This
booklet of 20 stamps includes five of each design.
