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National Consumer Protection Week: Veterans Speak Out Against Vet-related Scams

This year, National Consumer Protection Week (NCPW)
runs from March 4-10, 2018, and the focus is on veterans.
The United States Postal Inspection Service® and the
American Association of Retired Persons (AARP) Fraud
Watch Network have jointly launched Operation Protect
Veterans — a national campaign to warn those who have
served in the military about scams and fraud schemes that
target veterans.

A new survey conducted by the National Opinion
Research Center (NORC), a research organization at the
University of Chicago, shows that veterans are frequently
targeted by scam artists and victimized twice as often as
the rest of the public.1 The goal of Operation Protect Veter-
ans is to leverage the combined reach and communications
capabilities of the U.S. Postal Inspection Service and the
AARP Fraud Watch Network to help veterans avoid losing
money to con artists.

According to the NORC survey, 16 percent of U.S. vet-
erans have lost money to fraudsters compared to 8 percent
of nonveterans. Veterans also report that they were tar-
geted by a large number of scams directly related to their
military service or the veterans’ benefits they receive.
Eighty percent of the veterans surveyed said they have
encountered veteran-specific scams.

The survey also explored how veteran scam victims
differ from the general public. For instance, veteran scam
victims say they are more likely to:

m Trust a person who has previously served in the
military.

m Donate to charities that support service members
and veterans.

m Have had a “negative life event,” such as a serious
injury or iliness, mental health or addiction issues, or
financial issues (i.e., accumulating a significant
amount of debt).

The U.S. Postal Service® is the nation's largest
employer of veterans. Postal inspectors are warning Postal
Service™ employees who have served in the military to
watch out for the following veteran scams:

m The benefits buyout offer. Scammers take advan-
tage of veterans in need by offering a quick upfront
buyout, usually at a fraction of the value, of future
disability or pension payments.

m The fake charitable giving request. Scammers
make fraudulent claims about charitable giving that
benefits veterans or wounded service members.

m Fraudulent records offer. Scammers try to charge
veterans a fee to access military records or govern-
ment forms. This information is available for free
through local U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs
(VA) offices.

m A VA phishing scam. Scammers, who claim to work
for the VA, call veterans to “phish” for Social Security
numbers and personal financial information.

m The bogus employment scam. Scammers post
fake job descriptions to collect personal information
from a veteran’s job application or charge an employ-
ment fee.

Operation Protect Veterans will use the following tools to
raise scam awareness among veterans and their families:

m Advertising,
m Social media and email messages,
m Brochures and mass mailings, and

m A new website hosted by the U.S. Postal Inspection
Service’s partner, AARP.

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A major component of the campaign also includes
printed materials that the campaign will distribute to many
of the Postal Service’s 37,000 offices.

“The U.S. Postal Inspection Service is committed to pro-
tecting veterans from scammers who prey upon them,” said
Chief Postal Inspector Guy Cottrell. “Scam artists specifi-
cally target vets by using false claims of military service
brotherhood. Patriotism among vets can be a powerful
window into their hearts and wallets. We are working hard
to inform Postal Service employees about scam artists who
tailor their pitches towards former and active service
members.”

DMM Clarification: Bound Printed Matter Nonautomation Flats Weight Limit

Effective March 5, 2018, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
Domestic Mail Manual (DMM®), section 201.5.3b, to clarify
the weight of a Bound Printed Matter (BPM) nonautomation
flat-sized piece.

As a result of the new standards for combining USPS
Marketing Mail® flats, BPM flats, and Periodicals flats in
DMM 705.15, section 201.5.3b was inadvertently changed
to read 20 ounces. We will revise section 201.5.3b to reflect
the original 15 pound weight limit for nonautomation flat-
sized pieces.

Although we will not publish this revision in the DMM
until March 5, 2018, the standard is effective immediately.

The maximum
number of BPM pieces weighing more than 20
ounces up to the maximum of 24 ounces cannot
exceed 50 percent of each mailing.

m  When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m  When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m There should be no discoloration around the dollar
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were
changed.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at

Smart Scammers: Watch Out for These Phishing Trends

A request for money from a foreign prince isn’t the only
trick in the book anymore. Phishing emails that are
intended to trick recipients into clicking malicious links or
divulging personal information are evolving and becoming
harder to detect. Luckily, there are ways to protect yourself
from scams even as they become more sophisticated.

Here are a few things to remember when checking your
email:

m Read emails carefully. Due to recent large-scale
breaches (e.g., Equifax), scammers have access to
large amounts of personally identifiable information.
Even if an email seems personalized to you, look it
over carefully to make sure it’s legitimate.

m Know the common phishing signs. In 2018, phish-
ing attacks are expected to increase. Be aware of the
basic indicators, which include urgent-sounding
messages and unsolicited requests for personal
information.

m Report suspicious emails. If you receive a suspi-
cious message in your USPS® email inbox, immedi-
ately report it by clicking the “Report to CyberSafe”
button on your Outlook toolbar.

You are the best defense against a cyber-attack. To
help employees identify and report phishing scams, the
CyberSafe at USPS® team distributes mock phishing
emails to those with USPS email accounts. All employees
must treat these as legitimate cyber-attacks and report
them using the “Report to CyberSafe” button in Outlook.
Remember — we have a shared responsibility to keep our
networks and information safe.

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. ltems submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark must affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service™ recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16-inch side seams with no glue on the flap. The maxi-
mum size of all digital color postmarks is 2 inches high by
4 inches long.
