'Tis the Season for Returns!

The United States Postal Service® is making improve-
ments to its returns infrastructure to prepare for the annual
season of holiday returns.

This shopping season is likely to be even more hectic
than last year with projected growth from online shopping
in the double-digits. Also, USPSs® is projected to deliver a
billion packages between Thanksgiving and New Year’s
Day. Once the sun sets on candle and tinsel, consumers
will start returning items that they ordered or that they
received as gifts. As the number of items ordered online
and shipped to consumers grows, so will the demand
for easy, convenient return methods that attract repeat
business.

The Postal Service™ is ready for the challenge in the fol-

lowing ways:

m Continued expansion of our returns processing
capabilities. A total of 9,926 active Parcel Return
Service Return Delivery Units and 189 Return Sec-
tional Center Facilities across the country are avail-
able to pick up packages. This helps USPS handle
the volume and positions us as the returns shipping
provider of choice in a crowded market estimated to
be worth about $550 billion.

m It’s easier for businesses to insure returns with
USPS. Insurance is available for up to $5,000.

m Offering one universal shipping permit. We have
one universal shipping permit that covers Parcel
Return Service, Merchandise Return Service, and
USPS Returns® and outbound products.

m Significant enhancement for USPS Returns. USPS
Returns applies to three mail classes: First-Class
Package Service®, Priority Mail®, and Ground Return
Service. This service offers customers cost-effective
options and streamlines the weighing and rating pro-
cess through mail processing equipment.

Return Labels

Return labels can either be included in the original order
or requested through a merchant’s call center. Consumers

then affix the return label to their package and mail it using
one of the following options:

m Take it to one of 30,000 plus Post Offices nationwide;

m Dropitin one of 141,000 plus collection boxes (pack-
ages must meet aviation mail security guidelines); or

m Go to usps.com to schedule a Package Pickup,
which is available to more than 40,000 ZIP Codes.

The Postal Service also offers a number of options that
help businesses create and deliver return labels to custom-
ers. Businesses that use Priority Malil Returns® Service,
First-Class Package Return® Service, Ground Return Ser-
vice, and Parcel Return Service can use the Print and
Deliver application to request return labels; USPS will then
create those labels and deliver them, along with return
instructions, to the following:

m One of 30,000 plus Post Offices nationwide;
m A domestic address; or

m One of more than 2,837 self-service kiosks, where
consumers can print them.

Businesses that create their own return labels may also
distribute them to customers via the Label Broker™.
Designed for customers without a printer, the Label Broker
allows merchants to store labels in a secure USPS reposi-
tory; customers may then print labels at their local Post
Office® or at usps.com.

Merchants can also instruct the Postal Service to hold
the labels for pickup at a designated Post Office. Small-
and medium-sized merchants have the following options:

m Use the Merchant Returns Label Tool to generate
Merchandise Returns or USPS Returns labels.

m Use the Click-N-Ship® Business Pro to generate Par-
cel Return Service or Merchandise Return Service
labels to include in the original shipment box or send
to the cloud platform. Self-service printing is also
available individually or in batches.

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IMM Revision: Changes to Pricing for International Shipping Services

Effective January 24, 2021, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
International Mail Manual (IMM®) and Notice 123, Price List,
to reflect changes to prices, product features, and standards
for the international shipping services noted in this article, in
accordance with the Postal Regulatory Commission (PRC)
Order No. 5760, issued on November 24, 2020, in Docket
No. CP2021-15, available on the PRC website at prc.gov.

The number of country groups for Priority Mail Express
International® (PMEI) and Priority Mail International® (PMI)
will increase from 17 to 20. For both International Priority
Airmail® (IPA®) and International Surface Air Lift® (ISAL®),
the number of country groups will increase from 19 to 20.
The number of country groups for outbound single-piece
First-Class Package International Service® (FCPIS®) will
increase from 9 to 20.

Country groupings and prices for PMEI, PMI, IPA, ISAL,
and outbound single-piece FCPIS will be realigned. The
minimum size limits of small packets when sent as IPA,
ISAL, and FCPIS will be revised to conform to Universal
Postal Union (UPU) standards.

Global Express Guaranteed

Global Express Guaranteed® (GXG®) service provides
fast international shipping, with international transportation
and delivery through an alliance with FedEx Express®. Due
to COVID-19 service impacts, the money-back guarantee
for GXG has been suspended until further notice. The price
increase for GXG service averages 0.9 percent.

The Postal Service provides Commercial Base® pricing
to online customers who prepare and pay for GXG ship-
ments via USPS-approved payment methods (other than
CIick—N—Ship® service), with a 5 percent discount off the
published retail prices for GXG service. Customers who
prepare GXG shipments via Click-N-Ship service will con-
tinue to pay retail prices. Commercial Plus® prices are set
to match the Commercial Base prices.

Priority Mail Express International

Priority Mail Express International (PMEI) service pro-
vides fast service to approximately 180 countries in 3-5
business days for many major markets, although the actual
number of days may vary based upon origin, destination,
and customs delays. PMEI with Money-Back Guarantee
service is available for certain destinations. The price
increase for PMEI service averages 3.6 percent.

The Commercial Base price for customers who prepare
and pay for PMEI shipments via permit imprint, online at
USPS.com®, or as registered end-users using an authorized
PC Postage vendor (with the exception of Click-N-Ship ser-
vice) will be an average of 5.9 percent below the retail price.
Customers who prepare PMEI shipments via Click-N-Ship
service pay retail prices. Commercial Plus® prices will be

equivalent to Commercial Base; however, deeper discount-
ing may still be made available to customers through nego-
tiated service agreements. Also, three additional country
price groups are being added for PMEI. In order to better
align the country groupings based on volume and geogra-
phy, the country groupings for PMEI will be realigned.

The Postal Service will continue to include PMEI service
in negotiated service agreements offered to customers
who meet certain revenue thresholds and are willing to
commit a large amount of revenue to the Postal Service for
PMEI service and PMI service.

PMEI flat rate pricing continues to be available for Flat
Rate Envelopes.

Priority Mail International

Priority Mail International (PMI) is an economical way to
send merchandise and documents to about 180 countries
in 6-10 business days for many major markets, although
the actual number of days may vary based upon origin,
destination, and customs delays. The price increase for
PMI service averages 5.1 percent. The Commercial Base
price for customers who prepare and pay for PMI items via
permit imprint, online at USPS.com, or as registered end-
users using an authorized PC Postage vendor (with the
exception of Click-N-Ship service) will be 5 percent below
the retail price.

Customers who prepare PMI shipments via Click-N-
Ship service will pay retail prices. Commercial Plus prices
are set to match Commercial Base prices. Commercial
Plus prices will be equivalent to Commercial Base; how-
ever, deeper discounting may still be made available to
customers through negotiated service agreements. Also,
three additional country price groups are being added for
PMI. In order to better align the country groupings for PMI
based on volume and geography, the country groupings for
PMI will be realigned.

The Postal Service will continue to include PMI in nego-
tiated service agreements offered to customers who meet
certain revenue thresholds and are willing to commit to a
larger amount of revenue to the USPS® for PMEI and PMI.

PMI flat rate pricing continues to be available for Flat
Rate Envelopes, Small Flat Rate Boxes, and Medium and
Large Flat Rate Boxes.

First-Class Package International Service

First-Class Package International Service (FCPIS) is an
economical international service for small packages weigh-
ing less than 4 pounds and not exceeding $400 in value.
The price increase for FCPIS averages 4.8 percent. The
Commercial Base price, available to customers who pre-
pare and pay for FCPIS items via permit imprint or by
USPS-approved online payment methods, will be 5 per-
cent below the retail price.
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Customers who prepare FCPIS shipments via Click-N-
Ship service pay retail prices. Commercial Plus prices will
be equivalent to Commercial Base; however, deeper dis-
counting will still be made available to customers through
negotiated service agreements. Eleven additional country
price groups are being added for FCPIS. In order to better
align the country groupings for FCPIS based on volume
and geography, the country groupings for FCPIS will be
realigned. Also, the minimum size limits of small packets
when sent as FCPIS will be revised to conform to UPU
standards. The minimum dimensions will change to 6
inches in length and 4 inches in height.

Electronic USPS Delivery Confirmation™ International
service (E-USPS DELCON INTL®) is available for FCPIS
items to select destination countries at no charge.

International Priority Airmail and International
Surface Air Lift

International Priority Airmail (IPA) service, including IPA
M—bag® service, is a commercial service designed for vol-
ume mailings of all First-Class Mail International postcards,
letters, and large envelopes (flats), and for volume mailings
of FCPIS packages (small packets) weighing up to a maxi-
mum of 4.4 pounds. IPA shipments are typically flown to
foreign destinations (exceptions apply to Canada and Mex-
ico) and are then entered into that country’s air or surface
priority mail system for delivery. The price increase for IPA
letters, flats, and packets is 74.1 percent.

International Surface Airlift (ISAL) is similar to IPA except
that once flown to the foreign destination, it is entered into
that country’s surface nonpriority mail system for delivery.
The price increase for ISAL letters, flats, and packets is
32.6 percent. One additional country price group is being
added to both IPA and ISAL. In order to better align the
country groupings for IPA and ISAL based on volume and
geography, the country groupings for IPA and ISAL will be
realigned. Also, the minimum size limits of small packets
when sent as IPA or ISAL will be revised to conform to UPU
standards. The minimum dimensions will change to 6
inches in length and 4 inches in height.

Direct Sacks of Printed Matter to One Addressee
(Airmail M-bags)

An airmail M-bag is a direct sack of printed matter sent
to a single foreign addressee at a single address. Prices are
based on the weight of the sack. The price increase for Air-
mail M-bags averages 5.0 percent.

International Extra Services and Fees

Depending on country destination and mail type, cus-
tomers may add a variety of extra services to their out-
bound shipments and pay a variety of fees. The Postal
Service will increase fees for certain competitive interna-
tional extra services as follows:

m  GXG insurance: There is no charge for GXG insur-

ance for coverage up to $100. The fee for GXG insur-
ance will increase to $1.30 for each additional $100
or fraction over $100, up to a maximum indemnity of
$2,499 per shipment (the maximum indemnity varies
by country).

PMEI and PMlinsurance: There is no charge for PMEI
and PMI merchandise insurance coverage up to
$200. The fee for PMEI and PMI merchandise insur-
ance will increase to $1.80 for each additional $100
or fraction over $900, up to a maximum indemnity of
$5,000 (the maximum indemnity varies by country).

Form W-4 Completion for Employees Claiming Exempt Status for 2021

Internal Revenue Service (IRS) regulations permit
employees who anticipate no federal tax liability for 2021 to
claim total exemption from federal tax withholding if they
owed no federal taxes for 2020. These regulations also
require that employees submit a new Form W-4,
Employee’s Withholding Certificate, every calendar year if
they claim an exempt status. However, employees can use
PostalEASE to file their Form W-4 instead of filing a hard
copy Form W-4.

Employees may meet IRS filing requirements for exempt
Forms W-4 using the following methods:

m Log on to PostalEASE at liteblue.usps.gov, or
m Call PostalEASE toll-free at 877-477-3273, option 1.

To update your Form W-4 for calendar year 2021, follow
the Form W-4 instructions provided by PostalEASE. If you
need to contact the HR Shared Service Center (HRSSC) in
Greensboro, NC, for more information, call 877-477-3273,
menu option 5, and then request “Benefits” when prompted.
If you have a hearing disability and you need to contact the
HRSSC, call the Federal Relay Service at 800-877-8339.

Any employee currently in an exempt status who does
not submit a new Form W-4 claiming a continuation of the
exempt status will be converted to a taxable status, effec-
tive Pay Period (PP) 04-2021. For the exempt status to
remain effective into 2021, the employee must enter
updated Form W-4 information into PostalEASE no later
than Wednesday, February 10, 2021, 3:00 P.M. CST.
However, to ensure a seamless continuation of the exempt

status for 2021, the Postal Service™ encourages employ-
ees to update their W-4 information no later than a day or
two in advance of the February 10 cut-off date.

Note: An employee currently in an exempt status may use
PostalEASE to file for exemption after the February 10 cut-
off date; however, in that instance, the employee’s exempt
status will not be continuous from 2020 to 2021. Depend-
ing on the day of the pay period in which the employee
enters his or her W-4 information into PostalEASE, the
2021 exempt status is effective the pay period of entry or
the pay period following entry.

Any employee who claimed exempt status for 2020 and
does not submit a new Form W-4 will have federal taxes
withheld at the rate normally applicable to an employee
claiming “Single” with no other deductions. Employees
with an exempt status (as of PP 26-2020) will receive
printed messages on their earnings statements during
PP 02-2021, PP 03-2021, and PP 04-2021 reminding them
of the requirement to file a new Form W-4.

Reminders

m The Postal Service prohibits all administrative and
managerial employees from providing any tax advice
to employees about the completion of Form W-4.

m The Postal Service no longer requires employees to
send information about exempt Form W-4 to Eagan
Accounting Services.

Equipment Maintenance Allowance Schedule for Rural Routes

Rural Carriers

In accordance with the provisions of Article 9, section
2.J.3 of Handbook EL-902, Agreement Between the United
States Postal Service and the National Rural Letter Carriers’
Association, effective January 2, 2021 (pay period 02-21),
the equipment maintenance allowance (EMA) will decrease
to 70.0 cents per mile. The EMA is 70.0 cents per mile, or a
minimum of $28.00 per day, whichever is greater.

Auxiliary Rural Carriers, Rural Carrier Reliefs,
Rural Carrier Associates, Rural Carrier Part-Time
Flexibles, and Auxiliary Assistance

Employees providing auxiliary assistance or serving
auxiliary routes under the provisions of Article 9, section

2.J.5, receive an EMA of 70.0 cents per mile or $7.60 per
hour, whichever is greater. This EMA must not exceed the
amount provided in the special equipment maintenance
allowance for the route stops and miles.

EMA Rate Schedule

The EMA rate schedule on pages 40 and 41 supersedes
all previously published EMA schedules for employees
receiving EMA.

On February 2, 2021, in Chicago, IL, the United States
Postal Service® will issue the Lunar New Year - Year of the
Ox stamp (Forever® priced at the First-Class Mail® rate) in
one design, in a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane of
20 stamps (Item 480100). This stamp will go on sale nation-
wide February 2, 2021, and must not be sold or canceled
before the first-day-of-issue. The Lunar New Year - Year
of the Ox commemorative pane of 20 stamps must not
be split and the stamps must not be sold individually.

In 2021, the United States Postal Service issues the sec-
ond of 12 stamps in a new series of Lunar New Year
stamps. Calling to mind the elaborately decorated masks
used in the dragon or lion dances often performed during
Lunar New Year parades, these 3-dimensional masks are a
contemporary take on the long tradition of paper-cut folk

art crafts created during this auspicious time of year. The
ox mask in the stamp design incorporates elements with
symbolic meaning. Several of the patterns were created
with the style of Asian textiles in mind as well as purple
flowers that represent the arrival of spring, which Lunar
New Year also signals in Chinese culture. The star in the
center of the ox’s head references the celestial themes of
the Chinese zodiac. Art director Antonio Alcala designed
the stamp with original art by Camille Chew.

On February 11, 2021, in New York, NY, the United
States Postal Service® will issue the Chien-Shiung Wu
stamp (Forever® priced at the First-Class Mail® rate) in one
design, in a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane of 20
stamps (Item 480200). This stamp will go on sale nation-
wide February 11, 2021, and must not be sold or canceled
before the first-day-of-issue.

This new Forever stamp honors Dr. Chien-Shiung Wu
(1912-1997), one of the most influential nuclear physicists
of the 20th century. The stamp art features a detailed por-
trait of Wu wearing a black-and-white high-collared, tradi-
tional Chinese gown known as gipao. The illustration was
first drawn in graphite, then rendered in egg tempera paint.
The background was painted with the pigment lapis lazuli,
a highly valued color historically used in artistic depictions

of angels, nobility, and the Virgin Mary. Art director Ethel
Kessler designed the stamp with original art by Kam Mak.

Stamp Pictorial Postmark Art

To finalize the Chien-Shiung Wu stamp pictorial post-
mark art, insert the date, city, state, and ZIP Code™ of the
physical location of your event adjacent to the stamp
image. Overall dimensions of the pictorial postmark must
not exceed 4 inches (horizontally) by 2 inches (vertically).
Collectors prefer the dimensions 3-1/2 inches by 1 inch.

The Postal Service™ must make all special postmarks
known to collectors through advance publicity in the Postal
Bulletin. Therefore, all special dedication cancellations must
be reported to Stamp Services 4 weeks before the event
using PS Form 413, Pictorial Postmark Announcement/

Each cover must have sufficient
postage to meet First-Class Mail® requirements. Custom-
ers may purchase new stamps at their local Post Office™,
by phone at 800-782-6724, or on The Postal Store® web-
site at usps.com/shop.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service™ recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16-inch side seams with no glue on the flap. The maxi-
mum size of all digital color postmarks is 2 inches (verti-
cally) by 4 inches (horizontally). Allow sufficient space on
the envelope to accommodate the postmark. Do not use
self-adhesive labels for addresses on the envelope. Two
test envelopes must be included. There is a minimum of 10
envelopes at 50 cents per postmark required at the time of
servicing. Customers must submit a check, money order,
or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.
