Slip, Trip, and Fall Prevention Deserves Your Attention

Hazards such as uneven surfaces or distracted walking
can pose a serious threat to Postal Service™ employees.
Last year, the United States Postal Service® reported over
16,000 Postal Service employees were victims of a slip,
trip, or fall.

To bring awareness to this issue, uUsPs®is sponsoring
National Slip, Trip, and Fall Prevention Week, a public ser-
vice campaign that offers safety tips and emphasizes the
impact that slip, trip, and fall incidents have on employees,
customers, and the organization. USPS National Slip, Trip
and Fall Prevention Week runs October 16-22, 2021, and
this year’'s theme is “Slip, Trip, and Fall Prevention
Deserves Your Attention.”

Last year, most slip, trip, and fall incidents involved mail
carriers. They tripped stepping onto a curb or uneven side-
walks, slipped on wet surfaces and fell because they missed
steps exiting vehicles, didn’t use handrails on stairs, or
stepped into a hole in a customer’s yard. The common factor
in all these accidents was inattention, and almost half of the
injuries resulted in at least one day away from work.

The following tips can help prevent these incidents:

m  Wear proper footwear. Choose high-traction, slip-

resistant footwear.

m Stay away from wet leaves, slippery surfaces, or icy
areas, whenever possible. Shorten your steps and
shuffle your feet when near slippery surfaces.

m Be alert. On the work room floor or out on the route,
things change quickly. Always remain focused, alert,
and ready to react to the conditions in front of you.

m Where available, use handrails or other stable sup-
ports. Holding on to something keeps you steady
when ascending and descending stairs.

m When entering and exiting vehicles, keep one hand
on the vehicle or grab bar, so you can catch yourself
if you start to slip.

m Don’t carry a load you can’t see over.

Housekeeping is also important for preventing slips,
trips, and falls:

m Keep walkways, aisles, and stairs free of tools, mate-
rials, and other hazards.

m Keep cords, power cables, and air hoses out of walk-
ways.

m Keep the floor clear of trash and plastic straps.

m Block off and mark floors or areas that are being
cleaned or repaired.

m Promptly clean leaks or spills on floors, stairs,
entryways, and loading docks.

When it’s rainy or snowy, wipe your shoes thoroughly on
the doormat. Floor mats can keep floors dry by removing
moisture and soil from footwear; however, improper or
poorly maintained mats can pose a hazard and cause falls
or other types of accidents. As a preventative measure, use
these essential floor mat safety practices:

m  When inspecting mats (particularly lightweight mats),
ensure they are not aged, worn, or improperly
placed.

m Make sure mats are lying flat against the floor without
curls, ridges, or puckering.

m Mats near doors must align with the door threshold
and cover the width of the door opening.

m Mat colors must contrast with the color of the floor
for high visibility. Poor visibility may increase the trip-
ping hazard.

m Make sure the mats are slip resistant under all fore-
seeable conditions.

Falls from standing on chairs or other unauthorized sur-
faces can also cause injuries that are easily prevented:

m  Make step stools readily available.

m Always use an approved step stool or ladder instead
of a chair or table.

m Do not place the step stool on a desk or other unsta-
ble surface. Place the step stool on a firm surface
and make sure it is fully open.

m Check the rated weight capacity of the step stool or
ladder before using it.

m  Move step stool or ladder close to your work instead
of leaning or reaching to the side.

Employees must be diligent about examining their path
and work area for hazards. Report hazards to your supervi-
sor using PS Form 1767, Report of Hazard, Unsafe Condi-
tion, or Practice. Supervisors can be proactive in
preventing slips, trips, and falls by documenting unsafe
practices and conditions, while conducting employee
observations and removing reported hazards.

Publication 52 Revision: Hemp-based Products Update

Effective August 26, 2021, the Postal Service™ is revis-
ing Publication 52, Hazardous, Restricted, and Perishable
Mail, section 453.37, to update the hemp mailer laboratory
test result records retention period and add a provision that
hemp and hemp-based products, including Cannabidiol
(CBD), are prohibited in mailings to international locations.

This revision will align Postal Service policy with the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s Domestic Hemp Production
Program.

Hemp and hemp-based products, including cannabidiol
(CBD) with the tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) concentration
of such hemp (or its derivatives) not exceeding a .03 per-
cent limit are permitted to be mailed in domestic mail only
when:

a. The mailer complies with all applicable federal, state,
and local laws, and plans approved by the USDA
under 7 CFR Part 990 pertaining to hemp production,
processing, distribution, and sales; and

b. The mailer retains records establishing compliance
with such laws and plans, including laboratory test
results, licenses, or compliance reports, for no less
than 3 years after the date of mailing.

Shipments of hemp and hemp-based products, including
cannabidiol (CBD) are prohibited in international mail
including items for delivery to overseas military and diplo-
matic Post Office addresses (APO, FPO, and DPO).

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Environmental Management

Spill Reporting for the Release of Hazardous and Regulated Substances to the Environment

The United States Postal Service® must report hazard-
ous and regulated material spills into the environment to
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), as well as
state and local agencies. Additionally, Postal Service™
policy requires completion of PS Form 8187, Hazardous
and Regulated Substance Release Notification, to internally
report the release of these materials.

Common reportable materials for USPS® sites, which
may prompt reporting requirements depending on the
quantity released into the environment, are listed in the
following tables:

Oils
Motor oil Hydraulic fluid
Gasoline Transmission fluid
Kerosene Grease (including cafeteria grease)
Mineral spirits Diesel fuel
Heating oil Brake fluid
Used oll Gear oil
Petroleum Naphtha
Chemicals
Sulfuric acid Propylene glycol Polychlorinated
Biphenyls
Friable asbestos Lead Soaps and
detergents
Mercury CFC-12 (R-12 Floor wax
refrigerant)

Water treatment
chemicals

Mineral spirits De-Icing products
(e.g., calcium
chloride, sodium

Ethylene glycol Diesel exhaust fluid | Windshield washer
(Antifreeze) fluid

In general, spills must be reported if they reach:

m Stormwater drains, surface water, and waterways.
= Soil and ground water.

m Sanitary sewer drains.

As soon as any known release to the environment has
occurred, Postal Service employees must immediately
contact the site installation head. The site installation head,
or their designee, must do the following:

m Immediately report spills to the appropriate Environ-
mental Implementation regional manager and the
designated safety specialist for the site (see
blue.usps.gov/sustainability/contact.htm).

m Notify the appropriate federal, state, and local envi-
ronmental agencies. The applicable reporting
requirements vary depending on location, and the
type and quantity of the material released.

m Complete and submit PS Form 8187, Hazardous and
Regulated Substance Release Notification (see
blue.usps.gov/formmgmt/forms/LiveCycle/
psform8187_042016_Ic.pdf).

Universal Waste Management: Waste Bulbs and Lamps Disposal Reminder

Waste lamps include inoperable or broken electric
lamps or bulbs. Waste lamps are a potential safety and
environmental concern because they may contain mercury
or other toxic heavy metals. For this reason, several types
of waste lamps are regulated as universal waste.

Since they contain toxic materials, universal waste
lamps have specific federally mandated management and
recycling requirements. Postal Service™ sites must store
universal waste lamps in closed containers that are clearly
labeled and properly train employees that manage these
wastes. Additionally, sites must arrange for universal waste
bulb and lamp pick-up (or mailback) and subsequent off-
site recycling within 1 year (365 days) of the day the wastes

were generated. Employees must also maintain accurate
recycling records.

Common types of lamps that must be managed as uni-
versal waste include:

m Fluorescent lamps. This category includes 4-foot
and 8-foot linear, U-shaped, circular, and compact
fluorescent lamp (CFL) bulbs. Also included are
“green-tipped” or low-mercury lamps, which must be
managed the same as other fluorescent lamps.

m Neon lamps. Often used in brightly colored signs,
neon lights that emit colors other than red use gases
that may contain mercury.

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m High Intensity Discharge (HID) lamps. HID lamps
are often associated with large interior spaces with
high ceilings, such as warehouses, exterior lighting,
peripheral security lighting, streetlights, and fuel
island lighting. They may also be found in motor vehi-
cle headlights, as well as LCD or DLP projection tele-
vision sets or projection displays.

m LED lamps. LED lamps may contain federally regu-
lated metals, such as lead, chromium, or selenium.
LED lamps are now available in 4-foot and 8-foot lin-
ear tube sizes and as replacements for traditional
incandescent lamps and CFLs. Note that multiple,
individual LED bulbs are typically contained in an
LED lamp.

m Ultraviolet (UV) lamps. UV lamps emit high intensity
UV light. Small UV lamps may be present in USPS®
mail sorting automation platforms, such as the
Advanced Facer Canceler System. UV bulbs may
also be used in disinfection and germicidal lighting
systems.

Important Safety Reminder: Do not send waste bulbs or
lamps through the mail to the Atlanta Mail Recovery Center
or the Topeka Material Distribution Center.

Recycling Options

The Postal Service has contracts for universal waste
management with Cleanlites Recycling, Inc. (Cleanlites).
The scope of services is available in eBuy+ and includes
both mailback recycling containers and on-site waste pick-
up.

Thank you for all of your efforts to control expenses
during fiscal year (FY) 2021 and provide timely updates on
your expenses so that we maintain complete and accurate
financial statements. It is important that we carry this effort
through to the end of the fiscal year by controlling discre-
tionary activity. This does not mean curtailing business, but
it does mean making prudent choices by deferring or elim-
inating noncritical activity, and purchasing goods or ser-
vices throughout the fiscal year, rather than at the end of it,
simply because budgeted funds are available. Please
encourage your contractors to bill us in a timely manner for
goods received and services rendered, or inform us of any
billing delays so we can recognize the expense before the
end of the fiscal year.

The following instructions will assist you, when appro-
priate, in helping the Postal Service™ close its financial
books in a timely and efficient manner so that we meet our
mandate with the Postal Regulatory Commission.

l. Instructions for Fiscal Year 2021 Closing

We request that all organizations limit their expense and
capital expenditures, particularly for Postal Service support
equipment, to essential needs. Accordingly, all vice presi-
dents should review discretionary spending to ensure the
Postal Service attains its financial target for this fiscal year.

The instruction and reporting dates in this Postal Bulletin
supplement procedures followed during the normal
monthly or quarterly reporting schedule.

Il. Fiscal Year

The Postal Service prepares its annual reports on a gov-
ernment FY basis, which comprises 365 days (366 in leap
years), always ending on September 30.

lll. End of Year Processing Activities and
Timelines, Requisitions, and Contract Actions

To ensure timely processing, submit purchase requests,
expense and capital requisitions, requests for contract
awards, and contract modifications for FY 2021 to Supply
Management for processing by the dates specified in this
article.

Requisitions for Contract Actions (Other than IT
and Telecom)

For FY 2021, submit expense requisitions and requests
for contract actions to Supply Management before August
31, 2020. Any requests received after this date may not be
processed for award and delivery by September 30.

Requisitions for Contract Actions (Capital
Purchases)

For FY 2021, submit capital requisitions and requests for
contract actions to Supply Management on or before Sep-
tember 8, 2021. Any requests received after this date may
not be processed for award by September 30.

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Urgency and Prioritization of Peak Season
Purchases

In anticipation of peak season needs, submit requisitions
with proper supporting documentation in a timely manner to
avoid delays. Supplies and equipment used in the prior
year’s peak season and likely to be used again in the com-
ing peak season must be adequately inventoried and
stocked well ahead of time.

Requisitions for FY 2022 Contract Actions

For FY 2022, submit expense and capital requisition
requests for contract actions that require a start date
before October 1, 2021, to Supply Management by August
31, 2021. Any requests received after this date may not be
processed for award by the required start date.

FY Processing of Funds

The St. Louis Accounting Service Center (ASC) and the
St. Louis ASC Satellite Office based in San Mateo (formerly
known as the San Mateo ASC) will process against the
appropriate fiscal year funds based on contract or modifi-
cation issuance in accordance with the table shown here.
Your actual expense may vary as we are required to record
our expenses in the month in which the expense is incurred
in accordance with U.S. Generally Accepted Accounting
Principles (US GAAP). Processing performed by Account-
ing Services, St. Louis ASC Satellite Office, is adjusted
through the accrual process further explained in the table.

Payments

Submit appropriate receiving reports or certified
invoices for goods and services (received by September 30)
to Accounting Services, St. Louis ASC Satellite Office, no
later than Friday, October 1, 2021.

1. Expedite processing of receiving reports and certi-
fied invoices, as these documents are used to charge
expense to the proper FY.

2. Additionally, review contracts to ensure sufficient
funds are available by Monday, August 30, to pro-
cess invoices.

3. Supply Management will process all requisitions for
the issuance of contracts against FY 2021 funds
according to the following priorities:

m Priority 1 — Capital commitment requisitions.
m Priority 2 — Expense commitment requisitions.

Accruals

We will process monthly accruals for Headquarters (HQ)
expense as normal and as communicated to the Executive
Leadership Team (ELT) and their budget coordinators.
Note: Any unusual or non-recurring expense must be com-
municated to the ELT budget coordinators as a possible
adjustment to the normal ELT accrual.

1. All HQ accruals will occur at the ELT or VP finance
level.

2. Certified invoices for goods and services received by
September 30 must be received by Accounting Ser-
vices, St. Louis ASC Satellite Office, no later than
Friday, October 1. All invoices not received by St.
Louis ASC Satellite Office by October 1, 2021, will be
processed in October 2021 and charged in FY 2022.

3. If goods or services have been received as of
September 30, 2021, but the vendor invoice has not
been received, approved, and submitted to the St.
Louis ASC and the St. Louis ASC Satellite Office for
payment, these expenses will need to be accrued.
Please contact your respective Budget Coordinator
to complete the accrual. This process ensures we re-
cord our expenses in the right month and remain
compliant with US GAAP.

National Immunization Month: Your Best Shot

August is National Immunization Month, a time to check
your health records and make sure you’ve received all rel-
evant vaccinations and boosters. Immunity from childhood
vaccines can subside over time, and we become suscepti-
ble to different diseases as adults.

While the COVID-19 vaccine is at the forefront of our
national conversation, you may find that several of your
childhood immunizations need boosters. These may
include MMR (measles, mumps, and rubella), Tdap (teta-
nus, diphtheria, and pertussis), and varicella (chickenpox).

Depending on your age and health condition, vaccines
or boosters also may be required for hepatitis B, meningi-
tis, HPV, and shingles.

Of course, the COVID-19 vaccine and the flu shot are
strongly encouraged for all adults. With the prevalence of
coronavirus, and with flu season just around the corner, it
is especially important that you receive these vaccines this
year.

Managing User Access

Greek philosopher Heraclitus once said, “There is noth-
ing permanent except change.” With the many recent lead-
ership changes and employee reassignments, user access
must change as well.

Among the many roles and responsibilities of USPS®
managers and supervisors, controlling user access to sys-
tems by approving, denying, suspending, or terminating
access rights through eAccess — and being proactive in
managing future user access — is important.

The principle of least privileges limits access rights for
users to the bare minimum needed to do their work. Access
to a system or resource is not granted unless it’s necessary.

When approving or reviewing user privileges, think
about who needs the access, what they are accessing, and
why access is needed for their specific role. Here are a few
more things to consider before taking action:

m Revoking access. Managers must ensure that
access to information is immediately revoked for
personnel because of a change in job, transfer, or
termination.

m Manager periodic review (MPR). Managers and
functional system coordinators are required to review
the access rights for each of their assigned users on
a predetermined schedule:

link directing you to the pending task whenever an
MPR is due. MPRs will also appear in the pending
actions area of the manager tab in eAccess.

On September 30, 2021, in El Paso, TX, the United
States Postal Service® will issue the Day of the Dead
stamps (Forever® priced at the First-Class Mail® rate) in
four designs, in a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane
of 20 stamps (Item 481400). These stamps will go on sale
nationwide September 30, 2021, and must not be sold or
canceled before the first-day-of-issue. The Day of the
Dead pane of 20 stamps may not be split and the
stamps may not be sold individually.

With the release of four colorful new stamps, the Postal
Service™ celebrates Day of the Dead, an increasingly pop-
ular holiday in the United States. The stamp art features
several iconic elements of a traditional Day of the Dead
ofrenda, or offering, which honors departed relatives as
well as heroes. Stylized, decorated “sugar skulls” are per-
sonalized as four family members, one per stamp. The lit
candles flanking each sugar skull are beacons to guide
deceased loved ones on their annual return journey to the
land of the living. Dotting each stamp and embellishing
their shared vertical borders are marigolds (cempazuchit-
les), the most popular Day of the Dead flower. Luis Fitch
designed and illustrated the stamps. Antonio Alcala was
the art director.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met.
