November is HAZMAT Awareness Month

To protect the health and safety of our employees and the general public, the Postal Service™ has developed specific
procedures for safeguarding, identifying, handling, and delivering hazardous materials (HAZMAT). Since there have been
several recent incidents of non-mailable HAZMAT in the mailstream, November has been designated “HAZMAT Awareness
Month” to highlight these issues.

Incidents, including lithium battery fires (exceeding the 100Wh limit), as well as mercury and corrosive liquid spills, serve
as a reminder that these types of mailpieces continue to pose a threat. Additionally, there has been an increase in undeclared
HAZMAT items in the mailstream, such as items that do not display the required markings and improperly packaged mailable
HAZMAT items:

m Liquids with no absorbent material.

m Lithium batteries.

m Aerosol cans in non-rigid packaging.

During HAZMAT Awareness Month, the Postal Service will provide the following targeted communications to reinforce
awareness of current HAZMAT policies and procedures:

m HAZMAT Zoom Lunch and Learn.

m Updates to job aid reference materials.

m Use of Poster 37, Is Your Package Safe to Mail? (see page 4).

m Promotion of HAZMAT Awareness Month in targeted channels, such as the Postal Bulletin, Retail Digest, Link, and

Retail Systems Software.

As our peak season begins, and we anticipate increased mail volume along with its potential risks, there is even more
reason to be diligent. | know | can count on Postal Service employees to support this effort and thank you in advance for
emphasizing the importance of adhering to current HAZMAT policies and procedures.

Mail Manual (IMM®) to note a request to include the 5-digit
postcode in the delivery address for items destined to
Ukraine.

This revision is based on a formal request that
Ukrposhta (the designated operator of Ukraine) made
through the Universal Postal Union via International Bureau
Circular 61, dated April 19, 2021, and through further email
confirmation dated September 30, 2021.

Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal lim-
it: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
Postal Service money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

These appear in Postal Service Notice 299, U.S.
Postal Money Order Reference Card, or online at
usps.com/shop/money-orders.htm.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Ordxxer Verification System at
866-459-7822.

Provide this information to local banks and retailers, as
they also receive Postal Service money orders for cashing.

B. Other than for PMEMS and the exceptions listed below, a customs
declaration PS Form 2976 or PS Form 2976-A is required for all items weigh-
ing 16 ounces or more, and for all items (regardless of weight) containing
potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to
or from this ZIP Code. Other than the exceptions listed below, all PMEMS
mailpieces (regardless of mail contents or weight) addressed to or from this
ZIP Code must bear a properly completed PS Form 2976-B. The surface
area of the address side of the mailpiece must be large enough to contain
the applicable customs declaration. The following exceptions apply to
known mailers, who for this purpose are defined as follows:

= Business mailers who enter volume mailings through business mail
entry units or other bulk mail acceptance locations, pay postage
through advance deposit accounts, use permit imprints for postage
payment, and submit completed postage statements at the time of
entry that certify that the mailpieces contain no dangerous materials
that are prohibited by postal regulations. Such business mailers are
exempt from providing customs documentation on non-dutiable let-
ters and printed matter.

m  All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail.” Such agencies are exempt from provid-
ing customs documentation, except for any items addressed to an
MPO or DPO to which restriction “B2” applies.

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail
addressed to or from this MPO or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products, including tobacco leaves,
chewing and pipe tobacco, snuff, and cigars are prohibited, including
those that are authorized in Publication 52 under PACT.

C1. Obscene and horror articles, images, prints, paintings, cards,
films, videotapes, comic books, etc., are prohibited.

C2. E-cigarettes and related products (e.g., nicotine liquids, e-liquids,
parts, or supplies) are prohibited.

D. Coffee is prohibited.

E. Medicines (prescription, over-the-counter, vitamins, and supple-
ments) are prohibited when mailed to individuals for human or animal use.
This prohibition does not apply when medicines are sent as Official Mail
only between specifically designated agencies such as pharmaceutical
distributors, hospitals, clinics, and pharmacies.

E1. Mailers are responsible to ensure that all medicines and vaccines
conform to host nation laws.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic,
or sexual items are prohibited. Non-authorized political materials are pro-
hibited. Religious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in
bulk quantities, but individual items for the personal use of the addressee
are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless/cellular telephones, global position-
ing systems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are pro-
hibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met. Antique firearms do not require an ATF form.

F1. Weapons of any type are prohibited.

F2. Mailing firearms to or from this MPO ZIP Code is restricted to one
shotgun and one single shot .22 caliber rifle per individual.

F3. Replica weapons and inert explosive devices (such as grenades)
and weapons parts are prohibited.

G. Parcels of any class are prohibited.

H. Meats, including preserved meats, bones, skin, hair, feathers,
horns or hoofs of hoofed animals, and wool samples whether hermetically
sealed or not, are prohibited.

H1. Pork or pork by-products are prohibited.

I. Reserved for future use.

Q. Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches
maximum length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.

R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under Publication
52, Part 421, are prohibited.

R1. Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., dis-
tilling material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited.

S. Synthetic cannabinoids used to stimulate the central nervous sys-
tem commonly known as “synthetic marijuana,” “K2,” or “Spice” are pro-
hibited.

T. Mailings of household shipments and case lots of food to or from
an MPO require military transportation office approval prior to mailing.
Mailings to or from a DPO require pre-approval from the Diplomatic
Pouch and Mail Director.

U. Mail addressed to Retirees (Box R) is limited to 16 ounces and up
to a 90-day supply of TRICARE medications. This restriction does not
apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the Blind or Handicapped.”

U1. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail items, including audio and video
media, weighing 13 ounces or less. This limitation does not apply to Offi-
cial Mail.

U2. Retirees (Box R) are not authorized mail service.

U3. Reserved for future use.

U4. Mail addressed to Box C is limited to 2 Ibs.

V. PMEMS is not available.

V1. Electronic Delivery status information for Extra Services is not
available on USPS.com. Manual record of delivery may be available upon
request.

W. Hermetically sealed packages of meat products bearing USDA
certification, such as dried beef, salami, and sausage, may be mailed. 200
grams of tobacco per parcel are permitted duty free.

X. Cremated remains are prohibited.

Y. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail and Priority Mail items only. This
restriction also applies to Official Mail.

Z. No outside pieces (OSPs).

Z1. The following restriction is applicable only to International Service
Centers (ISC)/Exchange Offices. An Anti-Pilferage Seal (Item No O817E
or O818A) is required on all pouches and sacks.

Customers who know they won’t be home when a
package is delivered can use USPS Package Inter-
cept® service (usps.com/manage/package-inter-
cept.htm). Before delivery, most domestic package
shipments can be redirected back to the sender, to a
new address (a neighbor, perhaps), or to the Post
Office to be held for pickup.

Help Customers Avoid a Shipping Glitch

There are a number of things that customers can do to
ensure their holiday mail gets delivered safely and correctly:

Print addresses clearly and include all address ele-
ments, such as apartment numbers and directional
information (ex., 123 S. Main St., Apt. 2B).

Don’t send materials that are prohibited, such as fire-
works or ammunition. Hazardous materials like per-
fumes, aerosols, or lithium batteries are mailable with
restrictions. For more information, visit pe.usps.com.

Iltems powered by dry-cell batteries may sometimes
turn on during handling and emit a light, buzz, beep,
or tick. Please ensure the device is powered off or
package batteries separately (preferably in the origi-
nal manufacturer’s packaging). Specific packaging
requirements apply to lithium batteries. See Publica-
tion 52, Hazardous, Restricted and Perishable Mail
(pe.usps.com/HAZMAT/Index).

Place a card inside the package that contains the
delivery and return address. This ensures the pack-
age can be delivered or returned if the mailing label
gets damaged or falls off.

Never guess a ZIP Code. No ZIP is better than a
WRONG ZIP. Look up a ZIP Code at usps.com under
Quick Tools.

Include both “to” and “from” information on pack-
ages and only on one side.

Do NOT reuse mailing boxes — they weaken in the
shipping process.

Select a box that is strong enough to protect the con-
tents. Priority Mail and Priority Mail Express boxes
are free at local Post Office locations.

Leave space for extra cushioning inside. Stuff glass
and fragile, hollow items, like vases, with newspaper
or packing material, to avoid damage. When mailing
framed photographs, take the glass out of the frame
and wrap it separately.

Protect Your Holiday Packages

Here are some simple tips from the U.S. Postal Inspec-
tion Service to help keep your packages safe at the holi-
days and all year long:

1. Don’t leave your delivered mail and packages un-
attended. You wouldn’t leave important items sitting
on the front seat of your unlocked car. So, don’t leave
your mail and packages sitting in mailboxes or on
front porches for any length of time.

2. Going out of town? Hold your mail at your local Post
Office. You can sign up for Hold Mail service on
usps.com if you plan on being away from home for a
few days. Your letters and packages will be held
securely at your Post Office until you pick them up or
request they be delivered to your home.

3. Plan ahead. Ship using Hold for Pickup. If you are
sending packages, you can choose the Hold for
Pickup option on usps.com. The packages will be
safely held at the recipient’s local Post Office until
they can pick it up. If you are expecting a package,
you can redirect it to your local Post Office by select-
ing Hold for Pickup using the Intercept a Package
tool under Track & Manage on usps.com.

4. Customize the delivery. If you are expecting some-
thing you know will not fit in your mailbox and you
won’t be home to receive it, you can authorize the
carrier to leave it in a specified location. Visit
usps.com, enter the tracking number in Track a Pack-

age, and select USPS Delivery Instructions®.

5. Secure the shipment using USPS Special Services.
Signature Confirmation helps ensure the package
ends up in the right hands by requiring a first initial and
last name at the time of delivery. For your most valu-
able packages, you can opt for Registered Mail
service. Registered Mail receives special handling
from the time it’s mailed until the time it’s delivered.

6. Monitor your front door. If you have a home security
camera system, and you catch any mail thieves in the
act, save the video and alert your local Postal Inspec-
tors by calling 877-876-2455 or sending an email to
uspis.gov/report.

Holiday Hiring

The Postal Service will be hiring seasonal employees
across the country to meet operational needs and the needs
of our customers. Hiring decisions are made at a local level.
Instead of just hiring seasonally, the Postal Service is focus-
ing its resources on actively hiring year-round.

Employee Tipping

All Postal Service employees, including mail carriers,
must comply with the Standards of Ethical Conduct for
Employees of the Executive Branch. Under these federal
regulations, carriers may accept a gift worth $20 or less
(this includes store, restaurant, or mall gift cards). However,
carriers must never accept cash and cash equivalents,

such as checks or gift cards that can be used like credit
cards (with Visa, MasterCard, or American Express logos)
for any amount.

Carriers and Dogs

The Postal Service asks customers to place their dogs
in a separate room before opening the front door to accept
packages from carriers. Dogs are protective in nature and
have been known to jump through screen doors and
squeeze through door openings. More than 5,800 carriers
were attacked by dogs last year. We want everyone to get
home safely each day.

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. ltems submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark must affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap.

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How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 120 days to obtain the first-day-of-
issue postmarks by mail. Each cover must have sufficient
postage to meet First-Class Mail® requirements. Custom-
ers may purchase new stamps at their local Post Office™,
by phone at 844-737-7826, or on The Postal Store® web-
site at usps.com/shop.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service™ recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16-inch side seams with no glue on the flap. The maxi-
mum size of all digital color postmarks is 2 inches (verti-
cally) by 4 inches (horizontally). Allow sufficient space on
the envelope to accommodate the postmark. Do not use
self-adhesive labels for addresses on the envelope. Two
test envelopes must be included. There is a minimum of 10
envelopes at 50 cents per postmark required at the time of
servicing.

Contract Invoice Payment Process

This article serves as a policy reminder that employees
and designated contracting officer representatives (CORs)
must, in a timely manner, review and reject supplier
invoices that do not meet submission requirements, and
must pay invoices in accordance with contract payment
terms.

The Postal Service™ is subject to the Prompt Payment
Act (PPA), which requires timely payment of invoices (sub-
ject to contract payment terms) after the receipt of goods
and services. To comply with the PPA, the Postal Service
must pay a properly submitted invoice no later than 30
days after receipt (14 days for progress payments on facil-
ity construction contracts) unless the contract specifies an
actual payment date.

Most purchasing contracts require suppliers to submit a
proper invoice to an individual or office specified in the
contract or order when goods and services are delivered
and accepted by the Postal Service. The supplier’s sub-
mission of a proper invoice to the Postal Service for pay-
ment is a certification of the following:

m That services being billed for have been performed in
accordance with the contract requirements.

m That supplies for which the Postal Service is being
billed have been shipped or delivered, and that the
supplies are in the quantity and of the quality desig-
nated in the contract.

Per Postal Service policy (see the resources listed at the
end of this article), CORs or designated individuals indi-
cated within the contract must process invoices in accor-
dance with the contract terms. This includes, but is not
limited to, invoice receipt, review of the invoice to ensure it
is proper, inspection and acceptance of the goods or ser-
vices, certification of the invoice, and making payment.

To ensure prompt payment, an original invoice must
meet the submission requirements (e.g., contract number,
point of delivery, payment terms) as described in Supplying
Principles and Practices (see the resources listed at the end
of this article). In addition, the Postal Service considers an

invoice that is submitted to anyone other than the desig-
nated individual specified in the contract or order to be not
properly submitted, as is an invoice that does not contain
the relevant and necessary data. The COR or the desig-
nated individual must return such an invoice to the supplier.

Upon invoice receipt and review, the designated COR or
individual must certify the invoice within 7 days of receipt.
The designated COR or individual must exercise due dili-
gence to verify accuracy or reject invoices that do not meet
submission requirements and contract payment terms. The
designated COR or individual must notify the supplier of
the reason(s) for invoices rejected or improper within 7
days of receipt. The Postal Service allows notification by
phone, memorandum, or letter, and also allows return of
the invoice with appropriate annotation.

Failing to make payment, or making late payment, can
have harmful effects, including damaged supplier relations,
delays, and the accrual of additional interest penalties pur-
suant to the PPA.
