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Prevent Heat llinesses. Know the Signs and Act.

Rising temperatures can put employees at risk for heat
illnesses. When the body is unable to cool itself by sweat-
ing, heat illnesses such as heat stress, heat cramps, heat
exhaustion, and heat stroke may occur. Symptoms range
from mild and easily correctable to severe and potentially
life-threatening.

The United States Postal Service® (USPS®) imple-
mented the Heat lliness Prevention Program (HIPP) to pro-
tect employees from heat ilinesses and to educate them on
how to stay safe during hot weather. HIPP is triggered
during the period of April 1 through October 31, and at any
other time when weather reports issued by the National
Weather Service (NWS)' for a particular work location indi-
cate that outdoor heat index temperatures are expected to
exceed 80 degrees Fahrenheit during the course of a work-
day or work shift.

High temperatures and humidity, direct sun or heat, lim-
ited air movement, physical exertion, poor physical condi-
tion, and some medicines are also contributing factors to
heat illnesses. Heat illnesses and deaths are preventable
when employees recognize the symptoms and know what
to do.

Heat Stroke

Heat stroke, the most serious illness caused by heat
stress, occurs when the body becomes unable to control
its temperature or cool itself down. When this takes place,
the body can experience major physical disabilities or in
the most severe cases, death.

If an employee experiences signs of heat-related illness,
they must seek immediate medical assistance by calling 9-
1-1. Also, here are some proactive tips to beat the heat:

m Hydrate before, during, and after work. Prevention

is important — drink at least 8 ounces of water every
20 minutes.

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m Dress appropriately for the weather. On warm
days, wear light-colored, loose-fitting, and breath-
able clothing to keep your body temperature down.

m Use the shade to stay cool. When possible, use
shaded areas to stay out of direct sunlight.

Employees who have difficulty breathing or experience
discomfort as a result of the heat while wearing a face cov-
ering must remove the covering until the discomfort ceases.
However, if employees remove their face coverings, they
must practice social distancing while in contact with others,
and sneeze or cough into their elbow or into a tissue.

or Regulatory Purposes Exception — ENDS.

m PS Form 4615-EM, Mailer Information Worksheet for
PS Form 4615-E (PACT Act — ENDS).

m PS Form 4615-ER, Recipient Information Worksheet
for PS Form 4615-E (PACT Act — ENDS,).

Note: The first two forms are revised editions and the last
three are new forms. All previous editions of PS Form 4615
and PS Form 4616 are obsolete and must be recycled.

These forms will assist customers and the Postal Service
during the application submission and review processes by
having more consolidated and streamlined application data.

All these forms are dated October 2021 and are avail-
able online on the USPS® internal web and the external
web at the following locations:

m Internal (blue.usps.gov): On the left, under “Essential
Links,” click on PolicyNet; then on the right, click on
Forms and the applicable range of form numbers;
and then scroll down to the particular form and click
on the link for it.

m External (usps.com): At the bottom of the page in the
USPS.com® box, under “On About.USPS.com,”
click on Forms & Publications; then click on Find a
Form; and then scroll to the page with the particular
form and click on the link for it.

Links to the online files are also available on Postal
Explorer® at pe.usps.gov (in the “Domestic Mail” section,
click on the box for PACT Act Information and Forms) and
on PostalPro at postalpro.usps.com/product-classifica-
tion/tobacco (scroll down to the “Featured Resources”
section).

Note: PS Form 4615-EM and PS Form 4615-ER are asso-
ciated with PS Form 4615-E. For these associated forms,
the internal, external, and PostalPro sites include 1-page
PDF files that show a “sample” of what the forms look like
and the information they request. These PDF files have
links — through the text “To submit a worksheet, click here
for the Excel file” — to 1,000-line Excel worksheet files that
users can download, complete, and submit with the actual
application data. The Postal Explorer site does not have
links to the PDF “sample” files of PS Form 4615-EM and PS
Form 4615-ER, but just to the Excel worksheet files them-
selves.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Ordxxer Verification System at

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met. Antique firearms do not require an ATF form.

F1. Weapons of any type are prohibited.

F2. Mailing firearms to or from this MPO ZIP Code is restricted to one
shotgun and one single shot .22 caliber rifle per individual.

Equipment Maintenance Allowance Schedule for Rural Routes

Rural Carriers

In accordance with the provisions of Article 9, Section
2.J.3 of Handbook EL-902, Agreement Between the United

Association, effective March 26, 2022 (pay period 08-22),
the equipment maintenance allowance (EMA) will increase
10 90.5 cents per mile. The EMA is 90.5 cents per mile, or a
minimum of $36.20 per day, whichever is greater.

Stamp Announcement 22-17: Eugenie Clark Stamp
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On May 4, 2022, in Sarasota, FL, the United States
Postal Service® will issue the Eugenie Clark stamp (For-
ever® priced at the First-Class Mail® rate) in one design, in
a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane of 20 stamps
(Item 482000). This stamp will go on sale nationwide May
4, 2022, and must not be sold or canceled before the first-
day-of-issue.

This commemorative stamp honors pioneering marine
biologist Eugenie Clark (1922-2015). Affectionately known
as the “Shark Lady,” Clark demonstrated that lemon sharks
could be trained to do complex tasks, disproved the notion
that some shark species must keep swimming in order to
survive, and debunked myths about sharks as vicious, fear-
some creatures. The stamp features a digital collage. The
design includes a photograph of Clark taken by David
Doubilet as well as a photograph of a lemon shark taken by
Reinhard Dirscherl. Wavy blue elements in the stamp's
background evoke an undersea scene. The stamp was
designed and created by multidisciplinary artist Amanda
Phingbodhipakkiya. Antonio Alcala served as art director
for this stamp.

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Pictorial Postmarks Announcement

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. ltems submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark must affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap.
