Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal lim-
it: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
Postal Service money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m  When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

Postal Money Order Reference Card, or online at
usps.com/shop/money-orders.htm.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Order Verification System at
866-459-7822.

Provide this information to local banks and retailers, as
they also receive Postal Service money orders for cashing.

Equipment Maintenance Allowance Schedule for Rural Routes

Rural Carriers

In accordance with the provisions of Article 9, Section
2.J.3, of Handbook EL-902, Agreement Between the
United States Postal Service and the National Rural Letter
Carriers’ Association, effective July 1, 2023 (pay period 15-
23), the equipment maintenance allowance (EMA) will
increase to 95.0 cents per mile. The EMA is 95.0 cents per
mile, or a minimum of $38.00 per day, whichever is greater.

Auxiliary Rural Carriers, Rural Carrier Reliefs,
Rural Carrier Associates, Rural Carrier Part-Time
Flexibles, and Auxiliary Assistance

Employees providing auxiliary assistance or serving
auxiliary routes under the provisions of Article 9, Section
2.J.5, receive an EMA of 95.0 cents per mile or $10.10 per
hour, whichever is greater. This EMA must not exceed the
amount provided in the special equipment maintenance
allowance for the route stops and miles.

EMA Rate Schedule

The EMA rate schedule on pages 38 and 39 supersedes
all previously published EMA schedules for employees
receiving EMA.

Maintain Updated Withholding Information in PostalEASE

As employees of the United States Postal Service®, we

have a legal, moral, and fiduciary obligation to obey the tax
laws of our country. As both citizens and public servants
who are obligated to uphold the public trust, we are ethi-
cally mandated to complete and file all required tax forms
for our federal, state, and where applicable, local taxes. We
are required by appropriate taxation laws to pay our
required taxes in a timely and accurate manner.

Employees are reminded that they are bound by the
materials contained within the Code of Ethics, Principles of
Ethical Conduct for Government Officers and Employees.
This includes Principle 12, which states:

“Employees shall satisfy in good faith their obligations
as citizens, including all just financial obligations, espe-
cially those — such as federal, state, and local taxes —
that are imposed by law.”

Postal Service employees must adhere to the highest
possible ethical standards concerning the payment of their
taxes and other debts. You are personally responsible for
ensuring correct federal, state, and local taxes are
deducted from your pay. If you are subject to federal, state,
or local taxes, and the correct deductions are not being
withheld from your pay, you must take immediate action to
ensure appropriate tax withholdings.

The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) offers several online
resources to help taxpayers bring taxes withheld closer to
what is owed. These resources are available anytime on
irs.gov. They include:

m A tax withholding estimator, which helps determine
the correct amount of federal tax to withhold: irs.gov/
individuals/tax-withholding-estimator.

Always Back Up Your Data

A backup is a copy of all your essential files, such as
family photos, home videos, documents, and emails.
Instead of storing your files in one spot (like your computer
or mobile device), you can upload a copy of everything to a
safe place.

Losing files is common. One small incident or failure
could destroy the important data you value the most.

Price Changes for International Mailing Services

Effective July 9, 2023, the Postal Service™ will revise
Notice 123, Price List, to reflect changes to prices and fees
for the International Mailing Services noted in this article.
The following information is based on Postal Regulatory
Commission (PRC) Order No. 6526 issued on May 31,
2023, in PRC Docket No. R2023-2. In that order, the PRC
concluded that the price adjustments contained in the
Postal Service’s notice may go into effect on July 9, 2023.

On July 9, 2023, the Postal Service will increase prices
for the following market-dominant international services:

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there.
