IMM Revision: Harmonized System Codes

Effective September 1, 2025, the Postal Service™ will
revise Mailing Standards of the United States Postal
Service, International Mail Manual (IMM®), to reflect revi-
sions to the Regulations of the Universal Postal Convention
that concern requiring the sender of an item containing
goods of a commercial nature to provide, at minimum, the
6-digit WCO Harmonized System tariff codes on the
customs declaration for each article contained in the
mailpiece.

Required Procedures for Waste Lamps or Bulbs

Waste lamps include inoperable or broken electric
lamps (or light bulbs). Waste lamps are a potential safety
and environmental concern because they may contain
mercury or other toxic heavy metals. Many types of waste
lamps (or bulbs) are regulated and are subject to strict
waste management requirements.

Regulated bulbs include spent or inoperable:

m Fluorescent Lamps (linear, U-shaped, circular,
CFL): 4-foot and 8-foot linear, U-shaped, circular and
compact fluorescent lamp (CFL) bulbs, including
“green-tipped” or “low-mercury” lamps.

m HID Lamps: High intensity discharge (HID) lamps are
often associated with large interior spaces with high
ceilings, such as warehouses, and exterior lighting,
such as peripheral security lighting, streetlights, and
fuel island lighting. They may also be found in newer
motor vehicle headlights, as well as liquid-crystal
display (LCD) or digital light processing (DLP) projec-
tion television sets, or projection displays.

m LED Lamps: Light-emitting diode (LED) lamps may
contain federally regulated metals such as lead,
chromium, or selenium. LED lamps are now available
in 4-foot and 8-foot linear tube sizes. Note that
multiple, individual LED bulbs are typically contained
in an LED lamp.

m Ultraviolet Lamps: Ultraviolet (UV) lamps emit high
intensity UV light. Small UV lamps may be present in
USPS® mail sorting automation platforms, such as
the Advanced Facer Canceler System. UV bulbs may
also be used in “disinfection” and “germicidal” light-
ing systems.

The following procedures are required for USPS sites to
ensure compliance with environmental regulations:

Store regulated bulbs in closed containers that are
properly labeled (e.g., Waste Lamps or Used Lamps).

Send regulated bulbs off site for recycling within
1-year.

Recycle regulated bulbs using one of the following
services provided by Cleanlites Recycling, Inc. on
eBuyPlus (see USA Lamp & Ballast Recycling, Inc.
catalog):

Mailback services: Use the appropriate Cleanlites
“LampMaster” recycling kit based on bulb type.
Direct or on-site pickup services: Sites with large
quantities of regulated bulbs can schedule a direct
pickup.

Maintain shipment and recycling records.

Do NOT send waste bulbs to the Atlanta Mail Recov-
ery Center, Ybor City Processing and Distribution
Center (Tampa Logistics and Distribution Center), or
the Topeka Material Distribution Center.

Note: Incandescent and halogen bulbs that typically do
not contain mercury or toxic metals and are non-hazard-
ous, can be disposed of in the trash or dumpster.

New “Report to CyberSafe” button live for all ACE users

If your Outlook toolbar looks a little different, here’s why:

To improve how ACE users report phishing emails, the
“Report to CyberSafe — Security” button was replaced with
the new “Report to CyberSafe — PhishAlarm” button. This
update is part of the Corporate Information Security
Office’s enhanced security strategy.

When you click the PhishAlarm button, the reporting tool
quickly analyzes the message and takes one of several
actions based on the risk level. Users will receive a follow-up
email confirming what was found.

If you don’t see the new button, restart Outlook.

Remember, reporting a suspicious email is important for
strengthening the Postal Service™ defenses, one click at
atime.

Protecting Data with Precision and Control is in your Hands

Protecting the Postal Service™ sensitive information is
a top priority and ACE computer users now have a simple
way of contributing to this mission: sensitivity labels.

These optional labels, which will eventually become
mandatory, help protect files and communications by con-
trolling who can view or edit them. They also add clear
visual markings, such as watermarks, headers, or footers,
to indicate classification.

ACE users can apply sensitivity labels to the following:
m Emails.

m Meetings (Teams and Outlook events).

m Microsoft Word, Excel, and PowerPoint files.

m Microsoft Teams sites.

m SharePoint and OneDrive files.

m Power Bl datasets.
m  Microsoft 365 Groups and SharePoint sites.

Using sensitivity labels helps prevent unauthorized
access and strengthens the organization’s data security.

Applying a label is simple. In Outlook, Word, Excel, or
PowerPoint, select the Sensitivity button on the toolbar and
choose a label. In Microsoft Teams, SharePoint, and One-
Drive, labels can be applied when creating, editing, or shar-
ing files.

On September 9, 2025, in New Haven, CT, the United
States Postal Service® will issue the William F. Buckley, Jr.
stamp (Forever® priced at the First-Class Mail® rate), in one
design, in a pressure-sensitive adhesive (PSA) pane of 20
stamps (Item 487500). This stamp will go on sale nationwide
on September 9, 2025, and must not be sold or canceled
before the first-day-of-issue.

This stamp honors William F. Buckley, Jr. (1925-2008),
a defining figure in 20th-century conservatism. The stamp
art features a black-and-white portrait of Buckley, created
by hand with graphite and charcoal on hot-press water-
color paper, then refined digitally. Art director Greg Breed-
ing designed the stamp with original art by Dale Stephanos.

To finalize the William F. Buckley, Jr. stamp pictorial
postmark art, insert the date, city, state, and ZIP Code™ of
the physical location of your event adjacent to the stamp
image. Overall dimensions of the pictorial postmark must
not exceed 4 inches (horizontally) by 2 inches (vertically).
Collectors prefer the dimensions 3-1/2 inches by 1 inch.

The Postal Service™ must make all special postmarks
known to collectors through advance publicity in the Postal
Bulletin. Therefore, all special dedication cancellations must
be reported to Stamp Services 4 weeks before the event
using PS Form 413, Pictorial Postmark Announcement/

As a community service, the Postal Service™ offers pic-
torial postmarks to commemorate local events celebrated
in communities throughout the nation. A list of events for
which pictorial postmarks are authorized appears on the
following pages. The sponsor of the pictorial postmark
appears in italics under the date. Also provided are illustra-
tions of these postmarks.

People attending these local events may get the post-
mark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to get the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days after the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-
card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. Items submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers who want a postmark must affix stamps to
any envelope or postcard of their choice, address the enve-
lope or postcard to themselves or others, insert a card of
postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdiness, and tuck in
the flap. Place the envelope or postcard in a larger enve-
lope and address it to: Pictorial Postmarks, followed by the
Name of the Station, Address, City, State, ZIP+4® Code, as
listed next to the postmark.

Customers can also send stamped envelopes and post-
cards without addresses for postmark, as long as they sup-
ply a larger envelope with adequate postage and their
return address. After applying the pictorial postmark, the
Postal Service returns the items (with or without addresses)
under addressed protective cover.

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How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 120 days to obtain the first-day-of-
issue postmarks by mail. Each cover must have sufficient
postage to meet First-Class Mail® requirements. Custom-
ers may purchase new stamps at their local Post Office™,
by phone at 844-737-7826, or on The Postal Store® web-
site at usps.com/shop.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service™ recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16-inch side seams with no glue on the flap. The maxi-
mum size of all digital color postmarks is 2 inches
(vertically) by 4 inches (horizontally). Allow sufficient space
on the envelope to accommodate the postmark. Do not use
self-adhesive labels for addresses on the envelope. Two
test envelopes must be included. There is a 50-cent charge
per postmark at the time of servicing. Customers must
submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.
